The Judicial Information System Advisory Committee (TJISAC) was created by §16-3-809 to 
oversee the development and modification of application software for the Tennessee judicial 
information system.  Once software development was completed, the TJISAC committee was 
to review any major functional modification to TnCIS software; provided, that no major 
functional modification shall be made to the software without agreement between the 
administrative director of the courts and the president of the Tennessee court clerks 
association.  The committee is staffed by the AOC’s Information Systems Director.  There is 
no statutory administrative attachment mentioned in the statute.
