SUMMARY OF BILL: Changes the penalties for selling tobacco to a
minor and makes it unlawful to distribute tobacco samples; increases from 18
to 27 years, the age at which a person who sells or distributes tobacco must
demand proof of age from a prospective purchaser; provides it is legal for
minors to handle tobacco products in the course of their employment provided
an adult 21 years of age or older is present; and requires the Department of
Agriculture to report to the members of the general assembly detailing the
results of random, unannounced inspections at locations where tobacco
products are sold or distributed.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:

Assumes cost to local governments for enforcement will not
increase by a significant amount, and the amount of
additional fines collected will not be significant.
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
