WHEREAS, ever mindful of his patriotic duty to the country he loves, George Benton

served in the United States Marine Corps in World War II from 1941-45, and was honorably
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discharged as a major; he retired as a lieutenant colonel from the Marine Corps Reserve in

1956; and

WHEREAS, George Oliver Benton was one of the most dedicated legislators this state

has ever known; his record of impeccable service stands as a testament to hard work,

compassion and understanding; and

WHEREAS, Senator Benton ably represented Chester, Henderson, and Madison

Counties during the 75th and 76th General Assemblies, diligently serving the good people of his

district while in Nashville; and

WHEREAS, George Benton served in the important position of Senate Speaker during

the 75th General Assembly, where he was highly respected by his colleagues for his spirit of

fairness and compromise, his expertise and his unremitting devotion to the public welfare; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his stellar service to the State of Tennessee, George is a

practicing attorney and legislative lobbyist, who is affectionately know to everyone at the

Legislative Plaza as the "dean of lobbyists"; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That Skip Butler, Legislative Office Facilities Manager, is

hereby directed to erect a sign designating such room as the "Speaker George Oliver Benton

Suite".
