AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 49-2-119, relative to
high school diplomas for certain veterans.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 49-2-119, is amended by
deleting the language “in World War II” and by substituting instead the language “in World
War I or in World War II”.

SECTION 2.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 49-2-119, is amended by
designating the existing language as subsection (a) and by adding the following as a new
subsection (b):

(b)  Each local education agency may issue a high school diploma
authorized by subsection (a) to an eligible deceased veteran, upon the request of
such veteran’s surviving spouse, if any, or other immediate family members.

SECTION 3.  The state board of education is authorized to promulgate rules and
regulations to effectuate the purposes of this act.  All such rules and regulations shall be
promulgated in accordance with the provisions of Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 4,
Chapter 5.

SECTION 4.  This act shall take effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare
requiring it.
