SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires an officer recovering stolen property in
the possession of a pawnbroker to give the pawnbroker oral notice followed by
written notice within 48 hours of recovery. Such notice shall describe the
property and the date and time of recovery. Within 30 days of written notice,
the pawnbroker may file an action for determination of ownership.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:

Increase Local Govt. Expenditures — Not Significant
Assumptions:
e Many local governments already provide such notice in
response to an Attorney General’s opinion. (#02-090)

e Increased expenditures for notification by local governments
would not be significant.
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
