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WHEREAS, a dedicated educator, Teri Summers has been offering free after-school 

tutoring for ten years, and since 2004, has offered free tutoring for selected neighborhood 

students during the weekends and the summers; and 

WHEREAS, in 2001, she created a 100-page math reference handbook for parents and 

students, which is currently being used in several tutoring and after-school programs; and 

WHEREAS, she participated in the Clarksville Community Volunteer Storm Crew, which 

aided in the cleanup following a 1999 tornado; and 

WHEREAS, she also previously served as a sponsor/advisor, in conjunction with the 

Adventure Science Museum of Birmingham, for an after-school science club targeting inner-city 

Birmingham students; and 

 WHEREAS, Ms. Summers has sponsored a Beta Club campaign to collect and send 

school supplies to students in Iraq; and 

 WHEREAS, no stranger to accolades, Teri Summers has been on the receiving end of a 

number of awards and recognitions honoring her achievements, including the CMCEA 

Distinguished Classroom Teacher Award and the CMCEA Green Apple Teacher Award; she 

was also twice nominated for the Disney Award, and she was selected for Space Camp for 

Teachers through the Birmingham Catholic Diocese; and 

 WHEREAS, Ms. Summers also lends her time and talents to a variety of committees and 

advisory boards, including the Leadership Team and the CMCSS Science Curriculum Teacher 

Committee; she has served as a teacher mentor since 2005, and as a presenter at the Austin 

Peay State University Science Fair Symposium since 2002; and 

 WHEREAS, Teri Summers is an extremely talented and compassionate educator who 

works assiduously to motivate her students to reach their full potential, both as scholars and as 

citizens; and 

 WHEREAS, Ms. Summers truly serves as an inspiration to her colleagues and students 

alike, and her friendship and counsel are highly valued by those who are fortunate to know her;
