WHEREAS, no stranger to accolades, Normal Park was named the Number One
Magnet School in the country by Magnet Schools of America in 2005; and

WHEREAS, though recently established, Normal Park Museum Magnet School has
expeditiously cultivated a convivial atmosphere of academic excellence; the school's
remarkable success is directly attributable to the tireless efforts of its teachers, students, staff,

museum partners, and administrators; and
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WHEREAS, this General Assembly wishes to seize this golden opportunity to specially
recognize a paragon of quality education upon its centennial celebration; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE ONE HUNDRED FIFTH GENERAL
