SUMMARY OF BILL: Authorizes any municipality, regardless of
population, to conduct a referendum on legalizing liquor-by-the-drink.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:
Increase Local Govt. Expenditures — Less than $100,000 /Permissive

Assumptions:

e Change would only affect municipalities within Benton,
Humphreys, Madison, and Monroe Counties, and those towns
with less than 925 people. The special referendum would cost
approximately $5,000 each and estimated to be less than
$100,000 statewide.

e Any tax revenue generated from new liquor-by-the-drink sales is
contingent on the outcome of the referendum and not assumed in
this note.

e No additional resources will be required by the Alcoholic Beverage
Commission in connection with the referendum.
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
