AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 5, 

Chapter 6; Title 7, Chapter 82 and Title 68, 
Chapter 221, relative to boards of commissioners 
for water and wastewater treatment authorities. 

 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE: 

 SECTION 1.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 68-221-605, is amended by deleting 

subsections (b) and (c) in their entireties and substituting the following language: 

 (b) 

 (1)   

 (A)  If there are one (1) to four (4) participating governmental 

entities, the authority to appoint one (1) of the five (5) members appointed 

pursuant to subdivision (a)(1) shall transfer from the creating 

governmental entity to the executive officer of each participating 

governmental entity, subject to the approval of its governing body, and, 

upon appointment, such member shall represent the member's appointing 

governmental entity. 

 (B)  If there are five (5) or more participating governmental 

entities, one (1) additional member of the board shall be appointed by the 

executive officer of each participating governmental entity and approved 

by its governing body. 

 (2)  The vote of each member of the board shall reflect the number of 

customers to whom the authority provides services within the area of the 

governmental entity that the member represents, with the members representing 

the creating governmental entity each having a vote reflecting the number of 
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customers to whom the authority provides services within the area of the creating 

governmental entity, excluding the number of customers to whom the authority 

provides services within areas that are located within the area of any participating 

governmental entity that is located in whole or in part within the area of the 

creating entity, divided by the number of members representing the creating 

governmental entity. 

 (3)  No governmental entity, other than a creating governmental entity, 

may appoint more than one (1) member of the board. 

 (c) 

 (1)  Commissioners first appointed to the board shall be appointed for 

terms of one (1), two (2), three (3), four (4) and five (5) years, respectively, but 

thereafter each commissioner shall be appointed for a term of five (5) years. 

 (2)  If the authority to appoint a commissioner is transferred pursuant to 

subdivision (b)(1)(A), then such commissioner shall be entitled to serve on the 

board for the remainder of the commissioner's term; provided, that, if such 

commissioner resigns or is otherwise unable to serve the remainder of the 

commissioner's term, the participating governmental entity to which the power to 

appoint such commissioner was transferred shall have the authority to appoint a 

successor to serve the remaining balance of such commissioner's term pursuant 

to the procedure set forth in subdivision (b)(1)(A). 

 SECTION 2.  This act shall take effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring 

it.
