A RESOLUTION to confirm the appointment of Mr. John K. King 

to the Tennessee ethics commission. 
 
 WHEREAS, Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 3-6-103, provides for the creation of 

the Tennessee ethics commission; and 

 WHEREAS, such law further provides that the Governor shall appoint two (2) members 

to that commission; and 

 WHEREAS, Governor Phil Bredesen has appointed Mr. John K. King of Knoxville, 

Tennessee, to serve as a member of the Republican Party on the Tennessee ethics 

commission; and 

 WHEREAS, Mr. King is a respected resident of Knoxville and is a member of the law 

firm of Lewis, King, Kreig & Waldrop, P.C.; and 

 WHEREAS, Mr. King obtained a Doctor of Jurisprudence from the University of 

Tennessee and a Bachelor of Science from the University of Memphis; and 

 WHEREAS, Mr. King has served the people of Tennessee with great distinction as

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Tennessee, to a four-year term on the Tennessee ethics commission, such term to expire on 

December 31, 2012.
