WHEREAS, the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, the Newly Revised 10th
Edition, is widely recognized as the leading parliamentary authority; and

WHEREAS, the correct use of parliamentary procedure protects the rights of the
minority, the majority, individual members, and absentees, while fostering orderly deliberations;
and

WHEREAS, it is timely to reflect upon the importance of parliamentary procedure in the
meetings of both public and private organizations; and

WHEREAS, the Clarksville Zeta Chapter of the American Institute of Parliamentarians is
celebrating Parliamentary Law Month to raise awareness of parliamentary law’s impact on our

businesses and communities; now, therefore,
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BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE ONE HUNDRED
SIXTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, THE SENATE
