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SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (006972):  Deletes all language after the 
enacting clause.  Requires insurance providers in the state to file an annual 
statement of market conduct with the Commissioner of Commerce and 
Insurance.  Exempts companies that write accident and health insurance from 
the annual statement.  Requires the Commissioner to promulgate rules to 
establish the deadline for submission and content of the annual statement.  
Authorizes the Commissioner to share the annual statements with the National 
Association of Insurance Commissioners (NAIC) as long as the recipient agrees 
to maintain confidentiality of the statement.
