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SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (014766):  Deletes all language after the enacting 
clause.  Prohibits all animals from barber shops except service animals, fish for decorative 

purposes, and birds in cages.  Requires bird cages to be cleaned daily and requires inspectors to 

ensure bird cages are sufficiently clean to prevent harm to human health and well-being.
