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SUMMARY OF BILL:   Authorizes construction management or advisor services for the 
construction of school buildings or additions to existing buildings to be performed by a general 
contractor when none of the services performed are considered normal architectural and 
engineering services unless the contractor is duly licensed.  Authorizes these same services to be 
performed by an architect or engineer when none of the services performed are considered 
normal contractor services unless the architect or engineer is duly licensed.
