SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires the Department of Environment and Conservation
(TDEC) and the Solid Waste Disposal Control Board to demonstrate compliance with the
mandates of Public Acts 2007, Public Chapter 462 regarding solid waste management before
any final vote is taken on any action concerning solid waste regulations. Requires TDEC to
consider the costs of cleaning up water pollution at landfills and closed landfills, strategies for
diversion of food waste, yard waste, and unrecycled paper through composting, how to target
the waste stream in the 40 largest counties, and changes to regulations to allow food waste to be
composted or fed to animals.
