Local Government, General - As introduced, authorizes local governments to establish community gardening programs. - Amends TCA Title 43, Chapter 24, Part 1.

Veterans - As introduced, clarifies that property tax relief must be extended to surviving spouses of veterans whose combat-related casualties were from hostile or non-hostile causes. - Amends TCA Section 67-5-704.

Municipal Government - As introduced, increases penalty for misuse of municipal sidewalk from Class C to Class B misdemeanor. - Amends TCA Title 7.

HB  1187 by *Fitzhugh (*SB  0572 by *Berke)
Unclaimed Property - As introduced, requires the treasurer to hold any abandoned military medal until the owner or owner's heirs or beneficiaries can be identified for the return of the medal; allows the treasurer to appoint a custodian such as a veterans' organization to hold such medal. - Amends TCA Title 66, Chapter 29, Part 1.

HB  1347 by *Camper (*SB  0277 by *Berke)
Energy - As introduced, replaces references to the "office of energy management" with references to the "state building management program." - Amends TCA Title  4, Chapter 3; Title 8, Chapter 4, Part 1 and Title 12, Chapter 3.

HB  1011 by *Camper (*SB  0757 by *Kelsey)
Motor Vehicles, Titling and Registration - As introduced, prohibits county clerk from registering or renewing registration if owner has parking tickets within such county that are more than 60 days past due. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 4.

HB  2141 by *Marsh (SB  2098 by *Ketron)
Fayetteville - As introduced, subject to local approval, rewrites the charter. - Amends Chapter 294 of the Acts of 1903.

*HJR 0199 by *Butt 
Memorials, Congress - Urges Congress to use Tennessee's budgetary policy as a model for the federal government. - 

HB  1076 by *Alexander (SB  2010 by *Stewart)
Franklin County - As introduced, subject to local approval, increases the hotel motel tax from an amount not to exceed 5% to an amount not to exceed 7%. - Amends Chapter 219 of the Private Acts of 1988.

*HB  0794 by *McCormick (SB  0935 by *Norris)
Election Laws - As introduced, creates criteria to enable a minor party to be recognized; permits name of candidate for such party to be listed under the appropriate column for a recognized minor party. - Amends TCA Title 2, Chapter 1, Part 1; Title 2, Chapter 13, Part 1; Title 2, Chapter 13, Part 2 and Title 2, Chapter 5, Part 2.

Industrial Development - As introduced, authorizes industrial development corporations located in municipalities in which urban brownfield redevelopment projects are located to prepare and submit economic impact plans for the development of such projects. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 53.

HB  2009 by *McCormick (*SB  1521 by *Norris, Faulk)
Tennessee Regulatory Authority - As introduced, decreases from four to three the number of directors for the authority by removing position presently filled by joint agreement among the governor, the speaker of the senate and the speaker of the house of representatives. - Amends TCA Title 65.

HB  1774 by *Miller L, Parkinson, Hardaway, Turner J, DeBerry L, Todd, Towns, Coley, McManus, Camper (*SB  1168 by *Norris)
Public Records - As introduced, authorizes a local government's legislative body to designate certain records as proprietary information, and thereby not subject to public records law. - Amends TCA Title 5; Title 6; Title 7 and Title 10, Chapter 7.

HB  0647 by *Cobb , Rich, Shipley (*SB  0177 by *Watson)
Lobbying, Lobbyists - As introduced, repeals provision prohibiting persons registered as lobbyists from serving as members on certain state boards, commissions, committees and councils. - Amends TCA Section 50-6-121; Section 57-1-102; Title 62; Title 63 and Title 64.

*HB  1472 by *Cobb  (SB  1255 by *Yager)
Election Laws - As introduced, expands state election commission to seven members permanently. - Amends TCA Title 2, Chapter 11, Part 1.

General Assembly, Confirmation of Appointment - James G. Stranch, III, Tennessee Ethics Commission. - 

*HB  0808 by *Turner M (SB  1958 by *Haynes)
Sexual Offenders - As introduced, allows three or more sexual offenders to establish primary or secondary residence together if the property on which they live has been zoned for a use other than residential or mixed use by the appropriate local zoning laws. - Amends TCA Title 40, Chapter 39, Part 2.

*HB  0811 by *Turner M (SB  2016 by *Stewart)
Public Contracts - As introduced, authorizes certain allowances for Tennessee businesses in the evaluation of bids and proposals for state contracts. - Amends TCA Title 12.

*HB  1518 by *Turner M (SB  1352 by *Finney L)
Labor and Workforce Development, Dept. of - As introduced, requires the department of labor and workforce development to create an office of lawful employment enforcement, staffed by three persons, whereby random audits of employers shall be conducted for compliance with prohibitions under state law concerning the hiring of illegal aliens. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 12 and Title 50.

Naming and Designating - Designates March 13, 2011, as "K-9 Veterans Day" in Tennessee. -

Wine & Wineries - As introduced, allows direct shipper to ship wine to any address in the state. - Amends TCA Section 57-3-217.

*HB  0773 by *Ramsey, Curtiss, Ragan (SB  1214 by *Yager, Overbey, McNally, Finney L, Stewart)
Jails, Local Lock-ups - As introduced, requires that a county receive no less than $40.00 per day per state prisoner housed in such county's correctional facilities. - Amends TCA Section 41-8-106.

HB  0324 by *Todd, Watson, Evans (*SB  0352 by *Norris)
Election Laws - As introduced, requires citizenship status to be proven prior to registration to vote and requires certain procedures to ensure identity and citizenship status prior to voting. - Amends TCA Title 2, Chapter 2, Part 1.

HB  0326 by *Todd (*SB  0357 by *Norris)
County Government - As introduced, adds three county mayors as appointed by the governor to the current seven member state consolidation committee. - Amends TCA Title 5.

Taxes, Ad Valorem - As introduced, provides for the redemption of certain property at tax sales that is situated in federally designated qualified census tracts within Shelby County. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 5.

Election Laws - As introduced, revises the definition of election official. - Amends TCA Section 2-1-104.
