Nuisances - As introduced, prohibits state and local government employees from installing or using high frequency sound emitting devices for crowd control. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 5; Title 6; Title 7; Title 8, Chapter 50; Title 39 and Title 47, Chapter 18.

*HB  3101 by *Faison, Harrison, Miller D (SB  3447 by *Southerland, Faulk)
Libraries - As introduced, adds Cocke, Hawkins, Hamblen and Hancock counties to the Watauga regional library and changes region's name to the Holston River regional library. - Amends TCA Section 10-1-112.

HB  3860 by *Miller D (SB  3787 by *Southerland)
Morristown - As introduced, subject to local approval, revises the selection procedure for vacancies and expired terms of commissioners of the Board of Electric Light and Waterworks. - Amends Chapter 392 of the Acts of 1901; as amended.

*HJR 0690 by *Swann 
General Assembly, Statement of Intent or Position - Requests speakers to initiate arrangements for meeting of the States of the Union for purpose of considering national debt. - 

HB  3176 by *Swann, Ramsey (*SB  2964 by *Yager)
Unemployment Compensation - As introduced, includes service performed by election officials and election workers receiving over $1,000 in remuneration in definition of excluded service. - Amends TCA Title 50, Chapter 7.

*HB  2265 by *Hardaway (SB  3485 by *Tate)
Taxes, Ad Valorem - As introduced, authorizes counties and cities to sell real estate acquired at delinquent tax sales to adjoining property owners at a 25 percent discount in exchange for sweat equity, under certain circumstances. - Amends TCA Title 6; Title 7; Title 13 and Title 67, Chapter 5, Part 25.

*HJR 0751 by *Hardaway 
General Assembly, Statement of Intent or Position - Urges department of safety to conduct feasibility study of an online database of persons having proof of financial responsibility for law enforcement purposes. - 

*HB  3092 by *Windle (SB  2983 by *Burks)
Pensions and Retirement Benefits - As introduced, authorizes a person who has at least 13 years creditable service in the TCRS and seven years creditable service in the optional retirement plan for employment at Tennessee Tech University during a specific period of time to have the option of transferring membership from the optional retirement program to the TCRS. - Amends TCA Title 8, Chapter 35, Part 4.

*HB  3144 by *Windle (SB  2985 by *Burks)
Pensions and Retirement Benefits - As introduced, changes the eligibile creditable retirement date to 25 years of service instead of 30 years for dispatchers of emergency communications districts of political subdivisions that have set a mandatory retirement age for police officers and firefighters. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 86 and Title 8, Chapter 36, Part 2.

*HB  3388 by *Windle (SB  3378 by *Stewart)
Election Laws - As introduced, exempts any person presenting evidence of honorable discharge from the military at the time of application for ballot from the requirements of showing an identification with a photograph of the voter when signing an application for ballot to vote. - Amends TCA Section 2-7-112.

*HB  1013 by *Pody (SB  1715 by *Beavers)
Regional Authorities and Special Districts - As introduced, terminates the Four Lake regional industrial development authority, June 30, 2011. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 29, Part 2 and Title 64, Chapter 5, Part 2.

*HB  3522 by *Gotto (SB  3331 by *Ketron)
Comptroller, State - As introduced, requires state agency officials with knowledge of a theft, forgery, fraud or similar unlawful act or abuse of public money or services to report such information to the comptroller. - Amends TCA Title 8, Chapter 4, Part 1.

HB  3141 by *Gotto, Watson (*SB  2788 by *Kelsey)
Public Officials - As introduced, provides that a public official receives an unauthorized benefit for purposes of the criminal offense of official misconduct if the official purchases real property knowing that the property may later be purchased by a governmental entity. - Amends TCA Section 39-16-402.

HB  3697 by *Gotto (*SB  3649 by *Tracy, Ramsey, Ketron)
Ethics - As introduced, requires members of local and regional planning commissions to file disclosure statements of conflict of interests with Tennessee ethics commission. - Amends TCA Title 8, Chapter 50, Part 5.

*HB  3400 by *Ragan (SB  3223 by *McNally)
Planning, Public - As introduced, enacts the "Tennessee Local Land Bank Pilot Program." - Amends TCA Title 13.

*HB  1684 by *Kernell, Miller L (SB  1587 by *Marrero )
State Employees - As introduced, establishes manner for determining years of service under certain voluntary separation plans. - Amends TCA Title 8 and Title 9, Chapter 4, Part 51.

HB  3828 by *Pruitt, Stewart (*SB  3288 by *Harper)
Metropolitan Government - As introduced, revises entity controlling allocation of taxes associated with professional sports franchises; revises and removes restrictions on use of funds; transfers unexpended funds to new entity. - Amends TCA Title 67.

HB  2438 by *Dean (*SB  2293 by *Watson)
Taxes, Ad Valorem - As introduced, authorizes, instead of requires, a county to offer a bid at a sale of property for delinquent county taxes when there are no other bidders for the property. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 5, Part 25.

State Government - As introduced, authorizes the state building commission to allocate energy efficient commercial building tax deductions from the IRS to persons designing such buildings. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 15 and Title 12, Chapter 3.

HJR 0750 by *Haynes 
Naming and Designating - Recognizes September 17 as U.S. Constitution Day; urges enhanced classroom instruction about the U.S. Constitution. - 

*HB  2637 by *Ramsey (SB  2533 by *Yager, Finney L)
State Inmates - As introduced, establishes reimbursement rate for counties holding state inmates as adjusted based upon the percentage of change in the average consumer price index as published by the United States Department of Labor.  - Amends TCA Section 41-8-106.

*HB  3610 by *Ramsey (SB  3358 by *Ketron)
Alcoholic Beverage Commission - As introduced, clarifies existing law in relation to the manner in which license fees are assessed by the commission for limited service restaurants, the timing of promulgating rules, the assessment of fines in certain circumstances, the regulation of tastings by retail licensees and the regulation of certain controlled substances. - Amends TCA Title 57.

*HB  3326 by *Ramsey (SB  3207 by *Yager)
Fees - As introduced, creates the local correctional officer training fund through the collection of a 10-cent fee for each completed telephone call or other electronic communication made by inmates housed in local jails or workhouses. - Amends TCA Section 41-7-104.
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*HB  0040 by *Montgomery (SB  0066 by *Overbey, Berke)
Special License Plates - As introduced, authorizes issuance of new specialty earmarked plate for adoption; allocates revenue from such plates to the Adoption Foundation of Tennessee, Inc. and to Harmony Adoptions of Tennessee, Inc. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 4.

*HB  2691 by *Lundberg (SB  2755 by *Southerland, Burks, Marrero )
Special License Plates - As introduced, authorizes issuance of brain injury awareness new specialty earmarked license plates; allocates 50 percent of funds produced from sale thereof to Brain Injury Association of Tennessee.  - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 4.

*HB  2933 by *Ragan (SB  2779 by *McNally)
Traffic Safety - As introduced, requires a local government to include in any new, existing, or renewed contract involving unmanned traffic enforcement cameras that the contract must conform to any changes in state law.  - Amends TCA Section 55-8-198.

HB  3703 by *Odom, Sargent (*SB  3567 by *Marrero )
Special License Plates - As introduced, directs the legend of animal friendly new specialty license plates to bear "Spay/Neuter"; plates to be issued only after exhaustion of existing stock. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 4.

*HB  1842 by *Stewart (SB  1953 by *Haynes)
Highway Signs - As introduced, defines "destroy" for purposes of the Billboard Regulation and Control Act of 1972. - Amends TCA Section 54-21-102.

*HB  2375 by *McCormick, Keisling (SB  2237 by *Norris, Tracy)
Safety, Dept. of - As introduced, authorizes department to enter into partnership agreements with nonprofit organizations to promote and support the goals and objectives of the agency. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 3, Part 20.

*HB  2220 by *Cooper B (SB  3250 by *Ford, Kelsey, Kyle, Marrero , Norris, Tate)
Highway Signs - As introduced, directs the department of transportation to erect signs designating the route to T.O. Fuller State Park from Graceland Mansion. - 

HB  3763 by *Hill (*SB  3545 by *Crowe)
Special License Plates - As introduced, requires hospital specialty license plates to have a 500 plate minimum for issuance and renewal. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 4.

HB  3466 by *McDonald, Dean, Johnson P, Shipley, Cooper B, Harmon, Windle, Stewart (*SB  3169 by *Haynes)
Motor Vehicles - As introduced, specifies that the amount of the fine for failing to use a child restraint system in a rear facing position is $75.00, and not a maximum of $50.00; requires that children up to age two, instead of one, must be protected in such systems. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 9.

*HB  2803 by *Weaver (SB  2678 by *Beavers)
Highway Signs - As introduced, names segment of U.S. 70 in DeKalb County in honor of the late PFC Billy Gene Anderson. - 

*HB  3023 by *Dean (SB  2839 by *Tracy)
Motor Vehicles - As introduced, increases from three to five days wherein the police, or a towing firm with possession of vehicles in the custody of police, must verify ownership of abandoned, immobile or unattended motor vehicles and notify the last registered owner. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 16, Part 1.

HB  0929 by *Johnson P (*SB  0668 by *Ketron, Tracy)
Special License Plates - As introduced, requires comptroller to report any audit of a nonprofit organization receiving funds from sale of new specialty earmarked license plate to senate and house transportation committees within 30 days of audit. - Amends TCA Title 8; Title  54 and Title  55.

*HB  3627 by *Johnson P (SB  3616 by *Tracy)
Regional Authorities and Special Districts - As introduced, clarifies definition of "authority" in provisions governing regional transportation authorities to include reconstituted authority of Middle Tennessee; removes reference to power of regional transportation authorities to condemn property pursuant to the provisions governing such authorities in furtherance of mass transit and transportation plans. - Amends TCA Title 29, Chapter 20 and Title 64, Chapter 8.
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
