*HB  1087 by *Casada, DeBerry L (SB  1985 by *Stewart, Beavers, Faulk)
Insurance, Health, Accident - As introduced, mandates that any insurer that provides health insurance coverage for cancer chemotherapy treatment must provide coverage for a prescribed, orally administered anticancer medication used to kill or slow the growth of cancerous cells. - Amends TCA Title 56.

*HB  3494 by *Casada (SB  3429 by *Massey)
Fireworks - As introduced, exempts from local regulation of fireworks the sale and use of fireworks and certain novelty non-explosive devices; prohibits local governments from prohibiting the sale of certain items. - Amends TCA Title 68, Chapter 104, Part 1.

*HB  0082 by *Hardaway (SB  2065 by *Ford)
Landlord and Tenant - As introduced, requires rental agreement under Uniform Residential Landlord and Tenant Act to include, as an addendum, energy audit of estimated energy usage at dwelling unit. - Amends TCA Title 66, Chapter 28.

*HB  0096 by *Hardaway (SB  1626 by *Marrero )
Energy - As introduced, requires each owner of a commercial building to have for that building a comprehensive energy audit conducted; notice of the results of such audit shall be displayed to all tenants and potential tenants of the building. - Amends TCA Title 13.

*HB  0107 by *Hardaway (SB  1627 by *Marrero )
Landlord and Tenant - As introduced, requires landlords of residential property to furnish an energy audit on any premises for rent before entering into a lease on such premises. - Amends TCA Title 66, Chapter 28, Part 3.

*HB  2262 by *Hardaway (SB  3290 by *Tate)
Landlord and Tenant - As introduced, allows a victim of domestic abuse, sexual assault, or stalking to terminate a lease or rental agreement if notice and documentation that tenant is a victim are presented to landlord. - Amends TCA Title 66.

*HB  1532 by *Stewart (SB  1999 by *Stewart)
Professions and Occupations - As introduced, enacts the "Ticket Broker Licensing Act." - Amends TCA Title 62.

HB  1534 by *Stewart (*SB  1067 by *Haynes)
Consumer Protection - As introduced, revises certain disclosures relative to time-shares and prohibits certain advertisements. - Amends TCA Title 66, Chapter 32.

HB  1536 by *Stewart (*SB  1073 by *Haynes)
Business and Commerce - As introduced, clarifies requirements concerning secondhand mattresses sold in this state. - Amends TCA Title 68, Chapter 15, Part 2.

*HB  3187 by *Stewart (SB  2995 by *Marrero )
Banks and Financial Institutions - As introduced, increases from $500 to $1,000 the license fee for any person engaging in the business of deferred presentment services in this state. - 

*HB  3188 by *Stewart (SB  2994 by *Marrero )
Banks and Financial Institutions - As introduced, increases from $1,000 to $2,000 the amount of civil penalty that the commissioner of financial institutions may assess for each transaction in violation, or each day that a violation occurs, of the Deferred Presentment Services Act. - Amends amend TCA.

*HB  3189 by *Stewart (SB  2993 by *Marrero )
Banks and Financial Institutions - As introduced, requires persons licensed under the Deferred Presentment Services Act to file annual reports of certain information with the commissioner of financial institutions by October 1 of each year instead of September 1. - 

HB  3194 by *Stewart (*SB  2884 by *Haynes)
Consumer Protection - As introduced, revises disclosures required and cancellation provisions relative to time-shares and prohibits certain advertisements. - Amends TCA Title 66, Chapter 32.

HB  3658 by *Stewart (*SB  3300 by *Barnes)
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, authorizes an insurer who offers a voluntary wellness program to accept a physician's statement that a plan member has a medical condition making the member's participation unreasonably difficult or medically inadvisable. - Amends TCA Title 56.

HB  3659 by *Stewart (*SB  3301 by *Barnes)
Consumer Protection - As introduced, allows the commissioner of commerce and insurance to provide, upon request, a list of acceptable corporate sureties from whom a health club may obtain the required surety bond. - Amends TCA Title 47, Chapter 18.

*HB  2224 by *Stewart (SB  2363 by *Marrero )
Banks and Financial Institutions - As introduced, enacts the "Main Street Recovery and Anti-Wall Street Corruption Act of 2012." - Amends TCA Title 2; Title 28; Title 38; Title 39; Title 40; Title 45 and Title 47.

HB  1824 by *Fitzhugh (*SB  0270 by *Berke, Finney L)
Consumer Protection - As introduced, creates a rebuttable presumption that price-gouging has been committed in certain situations. - Amends TCA Title 47, Chapter 18, Part 51.

HB  2309 by *Fitzhugh, Turner M, Moore, Harmon, Miller L, Naifeh, Shaw, Gilmore, Shepard, McDonald, Jones S, Richardson, Turner J, Kernell, Hardaway, Parkinson, Favors, DeBerry L, Pitts, Cooper B, Brown, Sontany, Camper (*SB  2129 by *Berke)
Employees, Employers - As introduced, enacts the "Tennessee Works Act of 2012." - Amends TCA Title 50, Chapter 7.

HB  2312 by *Fitzhugh, DeBerry L, Turner M, Moore, Harmon, Naifeh, Shaw, Gilmore, Miller L, Shepard, McDonald, Richardson, Turner J, Kernell, Hardaway, Jones S, Parkinson, Favors, Pitts, Stewart, Towns, Cooper B, Brown, Camper (*SB  2134 by *Finney L)
Economic and Community Development - As introduced, requires the department of economic and community development to ensure the full development of the West Tennessee megasite; appropriates funds for such purpose. - Amends TCA Title 64, Chapter 6.

HB  2582 by *Fitzhugh, Parkinson, Jones S, Hardaway, Turner J, Brown, Camper, Cooper B (*SB  2441 by *Finney L)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits - As introduced, enacts the "Tennessee New Entrepreneur Tax Credit Act." - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4.

HB  3300 by *Fitzhugh, Forgety (*SB  2916 by *Overbey)
Funeral Directors and Embalmers - As introduced, establishes priority of right to the disposition of human remains and limits certain liability of funeral establishments and funeral directors. - Amends TCA Title 32; Title 47; Title 62, Chapter 5 and Title 68.

*HB  2187 by *Floyd (SB  2181 by *Watson)
Public Utilities - As introduced, establishes a standard, which excludes certain expenses, to be used by the authority for determining justness and reasonableness of water utility rates. - Amends TCA Title 65, Chapter 4, Part 1 and Title 65, Chapter 5, Part 1.

*HB  2197 by *Hurley (SB  2468 by *McNally)
Financial Responsibility Law - As introduced, requires a person with two or more convictions for driving under the influence to maintain double the amount of liability insurance, deposit of cash, or bond filed with the commissioner of safety in order to comply with financial responsibility laws. - Amends TCA Title 55.

HB  2439 by *Dean, Hurley (*SB  2292 by *Watson)
Financial Responsibility Law - As introduced, allows law enforcement and county clerks to electronically verify insurance status of any vehicle; provides that a valid insurance coverage indicator on the vehicle's electronic record shall be acceptable evidence of insurance in lieu of an officer requesting other types of evidence; prohibits issuance or renewal of title or registration unless insurance coverage is electronically verified. - Amends TCA Title 55, Chapter 12; Title 55, Chapter 3; Title 55, Chapter 4 and Title 56.

*HB  3207 by *Dean (SB  3604 by *Haynes)
Motor Vehicles - As introduced, requires entity actually towing vehicle to report vehicle registration information to local law enforcement when vehicle is towed pursuant to Uniform Landlord Tenant Act. - Amends TCA Section 66-28-519.

*HB  2927 by *Sparks (SB  3445 by *Southerland)
Short Term Loans and Lenders - As introduced, limits the ability of a title pledge lender to assess and collect, as reimbursement, a charge for repossession of a vehicle that is the subject of a title pledge agreement. - Amends TCA Section 45-15-111.

*HB  3138 by *Sexton (SB  2979 by *Burks)
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, requires any contract, plan, or policy of insurance issued or renewed on or after July 1, 2012, that provides coverage for surgical first assisting benefits or services be construed as providing coverage for a registered nurse first assistant. - Amends TCA Title 56 and Title 63.

*HB  3426 by *Sexton (SB  3298 by *Johnson)
Utilities, Utility Districts - As introduced, extends certain provisions regarding financially distressed utility districts to public utilities subject to TRA jurisdiction. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 82.

*HB  3352 by *Miller L (SB  3677 by *Kyle)
Financial Institutions, Dept. of - As introduced, decreases the amount of time for the commissioner to report to the governor after the end of a calendar year from 60 to 45 days. - Amends TCA Title 45.

HB  3567 by *Sanderson, Johnson P (*SB  2870 by *Southerland)
Fire Prevention and Investigation - As introduced, requires specified disclosures related to fire suppression and other related services on residential real estate disclosure form; must identify organization that provides such services; such organizations must respond to request for information necessary to complete the form within 10 business days of request for information. - Amends TCA Title 5, Chapter 17; Title 12, Chapter 3; Title 66, Chapter 5 and Title 68, Chapter 102.

HB  3817 by *Johnson P (*SB  3442 by *Faulk)
Insurance, Health, Accident - As introduced, authorizes transfer risk from health insurers to providers and provider networks. - Amends TCA Title 56.

HB  3680 by *Towns (*SB  3418 by *Marrero )
Gas, Petroleum Products, Volatile Oils - As introduced, requires truck stops to remove abandoned tires from their property within 24 hours. - Amends TCA Title 68, Chapter 211, Part 8.

HB  3755 by *Turner M (*SB  3369 by *Stewart)
Economic and Community Development - As introduced, requires the commissioner of economic and community development to annually report to certain committees in the general assembly by February 1 of each year concerning data compiled from each agency that receives public funding to assist small businesses. - 

*HJR 0580 by *Turner M 
Memorials, Congress - Urges Congress to stop providing American oil companies with tax breaks. - 

HB  3822 by *Carr (*SB  3397 by *Massey, McNally)
Short Term Loans and Lenders - As introduced, requires pawnbrokers to have a computer system in operation to log certain information if so requested by a law enforcement agency; to photograph their inventory and retain such photographs for two years; and to take certain thumbprints from the pledgor. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 39 and Title 45, Chapter 6, Part 2.

*HB  3322 by *Watson, Brooks K (SB  3174 by *Bell)
Economic and Community Development - As introduced, requires the commissioner of economic and community development and the commissioner of revenue to study and report to the general assembly the effect of tax incentives on economic development in cities and counties; report to cover past five years; report due September 15, 2012. - Amends TCA Title 67.

*HB  2788 by *McDonald, Dean (SB  3561 by *Berke, Crowe)
Safety - As introduced, requires certain persons who install and maintain elevators to be licensed. - Amends TCA Title 68, Chapter 121.

*HB  3299 by *Dunn (SB  3193 by *Massey)
Short Term Loans and Lenders - As introduced, requires pawnbrokers to file their daily transaction reports with the appropriate law enforcement agencies within the same timeframe as is currently required for the daily transaction reports of scrap jewelry and metal dealers.  - Amends TCA Title 38, Chapter 1, Part 2 and Title 45, Chapter 6, Part 2.

HB  3823 by *Dunn (*SB  3396 by *Massey, McNally)
Professions and Occupations - As introduced, requires scrap jewelry and metal dealers to have a computer system in operation to log certain information if so requested by a law enforcement agency; requires such dealers to photograph their inventory and retain such photographs for two years. - Amends TCA Title 38, Chapter 1, Part 2.

*HB  2199 by *Parkinson (SB  2372 by *Marrero )
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, requires all contracts of insurance issued for delivery in Tennessee after July 1, 2012, to provide for a 10 percent premium reduction for any renewed insurance policy that has not had any claims filed against such policy that resulted in payment by the insurance company for the previous year. - Amends TCA Title 56.

*HB  3444 by *Eldridge, Shaw, Sanderson, Halford (SB  3273 by *Finney L)
Corporations, For Profit - As introduced, increases the number of people necessary to apply for the incorporation of an industrial development board or corporation from three to five.  - Amends TCA Title 7; Title 9 and Title 13.

*HB  3396 by *Swann (SB  3233 by *Overbey)
Industrial Development - As introduced, includes land, improvements, and machinery used or suitable for use in the production, treatment, processing, or transportation of biofuels and other similar products in the definition of "project" under the provisions governing projects by industrial development corporations. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 53.

*HB  1570 by *Swann (SB  1864 by *Overbey)
Short Term Loans and Lenders - As introduced, requires all pawnbrokers to take thumbprint of any person pledging property at a pawnshop; requires pawnbrokers to require state or federal photo identification card of anyone pawning property and photocopy such identification. - Amends TCA Title 45, Chapter 6, Part 2.

HB  3459 by *Dennis (*SB  3070 by *Johnson, Ketron)
Business Organizations - As introduced, revises the Tennessee Business Corporation Act. - Amends TCA Title 48.

HB  3787 by *Dennis, Turner M, Moore, Miller L, Parkinson (*SB  2703 by *Bell)
Insurance, Liability - As introduced, makes governmental insurance pools, risk pools and interlocal agreements, and the entity administering the pool or fund, subject to the open meetings law and the open records act except for the disclosure of certain proprietary information. - Amends TCA Title 10, Chapter 7, Part 5 and Title 29, Chapter 20, Part 4.

HB  3275 by *Harrison (*SB  2912 by *Overbey)
Corporations, For Profit - As introduced, extends the attorney general and reporter's deadline of objection for any proposed public benefit hospital conveyance transaction from 45 days to 60 days and provides an additional 45-day extension to review and consider the transaction. - Amends TCA Title 48, Chapter 68.

*HB  1552 by *Turner J, Stewart, Camper, Richardson, Pruitt, DeBerry J (SB  1484 by *Marrero )
Short Term Loans and Lenders - As introduced, makes various changes to the Tennessee Title Pledge Act. - Amends TCA Title 45, Chapter 15.

*HB  2974 by *McCormick, Haynes, Dunn, Dean, Ramsey, Sargent (SB  2944 by *Norris, Tracy)
Housing - As introduced, exempts certain residential real estate held by LLCs and limited partnerships as extended low-income housing commitments from property taxes. - Amends TCA Title 67.

*HB  3401 by *Maggart (SB  3277 by *Kelsey, Ramsey)
Telecommunications - As introduced, requires entities to allow pole attachments and establishes process for resolving pole attachment disputes. - Amends TCA Title 65, Chapter 21.

HB  3530 by *Pitts (*SB  3082 by *Berke)
Veterans - As introduced, establishes a veteran-owned business assistance program to be administered by the department of economic and community development. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 3, Part 7; Title 48, Chapter 102, Part 4 and Title 58.

HB  2915 by *Curtiss (*SB  2714 by *Ketron)
Consumer Protection - As introduced, requires certain roofing contractors and agents to make certain disclosures to solicited persons where an insurance claim has been made or is anticipated for the provision of roofing goods or services. - Amends TCA Title 47; Title 56 and Title 62.

*HB  2283 by *Curtiss (SB  2554 by *Ketron)
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, enacts the NCOIL model "Unclaimed Life Insurance Benefits Act." - Amends TCA Title 56 and Title 66, Chapter 29.

HB  3112 by *Curtiss (*SB  2596 by *Ketron)
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, exempts certain insurers of commercial risk insurance from filing with the commissioner of commerce and insurance all rates, supplementary rate information, policy forms and endorsements; requires such insurers to place a written disclaimer of such exemption in the policy or application. - Amends TCA Title 56, Chapter 5.

*HB  3437 by *Haynes (SB  3441 by *Faulk)
Professions and Occupations - As introduced, makes it unlawful for a partnership to advertise or claim to be licensed or bonded to perform services unless required by law. - Amends TCA Title 62.

HB  1978 by *Haynes, Todd (*SB  1286 by *Massey)
Funeral Directors and Embalmers - As introduced, requires hard or electronic copies of pre-need contracts and pre-need insurance arrangements be maintained; deletes prohibition against promises of a rebate, discount or reduction in price upon the death of any person. - Amends TCA Section 62-5-409 and Section 62-5-411.

*HB  3540 by *Matheny, Brooks K, Forgety, Powers, Ragan, Williams R, Dunn (SB  3345 by *Ketron, Summerville, Tate, Tracy, Crowe)
Schools, Charter - As introduced, regulates charter schools' relationships with foreign entities and the use of non-immigrant foreign workers by charter schools. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 13.

HB  3705 by *McCormick (*SB  3751 by *Tracy)
Education, Higher - As introduced, requires public institutions of higher education to report annually to the education committees of the senate and the house on the filling of positions at the institutions. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 7, Part 1.

HB  3234 by *McCormick (*SB  2908 by *Norris)
Municipal Government - As introduced, removes prohibition on creation of municipal school districts. - Amends TCA Section 6-58-112.

HB  3621 by *Gotto, Casada, Hensley, Dean, Weaver, White, Eldridge, Ragan, Matheny, Womick, Dunn, Carr, Holt (*SB  3310 by *Johnson)
Education, Curriculum - As introduced, requires that a family life education curriculum comply with certain restrictions.  - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 6.

HB  3269 by *White (*SB  2156 by *Kelsey, Burks)
Students - As introduced, prohibits promotion of students in the third and eighth grades who do not demonstrate understanding of the curriculum and the ability to perform required grade level skills either through the student's grades or standardized test scores, except under certain circumstances.   - Amends TCA Section 49-6-3115.

HB  1405 by *White (*SB  1079 by *Gresham)
Lottery, Scholarships and Programs - As introduced, adds University of Tennessee System and Board of Regents as recipients of THEC's annual report on scholarship and grant programs data. - Amends TCA Title 49.

HB  3267 by *White (*SB  2738 by *Johnson)
Education - As introduced, requires at least 50 percent of the sample of school improvement plans reviewed by the office of education accountability to be comprised of plans from low-performing schools and low-performing LEAs; deletes reference to education oversight committee. - Amends TCA Title 49.

HB  3268 by *White (*SB  2786 by *Kelsey, Summerville)
Education - As introduced, prohibits promotion of third grade students based on participation in an LEA-approved research-based intervention. - Amends TCA Section 49-6-3115.

HB  2963 by *Womick (*SB  2709 by *Ketron)
Tennessee Higher Education Commission - As introduced, requires listing of authorized institutions, which must be posted on the commission's web site, to be updated within 10 business days of a postsecondary institution's acquiring or losing authorization to operate.   - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 7, Part 20.

HB  2849 by *Hurley, Faison (*SB  2538 by *McNally, Yager)
Education, Higher - As introduced, requires, in moving from the enrollment-based higher education funding formula to the outcomes-based funding formula, a 10-year period in which the hold harmless provision of the enrollment-based funding formula is phased out.  - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 7, Part 2.

HB  2463 by *Forgety (*SB  2276 by *Tracy)
Teachers, Principals  and School Personnel - As introduced, requires state board of education to develop alternatives to student achievement data for use as evaluation criteria for teachers supervising student teachers; requires teachers to have met or exceeded expectations on evaluations for two consecutive years to qualify as supervisors of student teachers. - Amends TCA Title 49.

HB  3382 by *Keisling (*SB  3030 by *Campfield)
Local Education Agencies - As introduced, provides for re-establishment of elected office of school superintendent for county or city school systems upon two-thirds vote of county or city governing body and approval in an election on the question by the voters; provides for qualifications of candidates; adjusts duties of the local board of education in county or city school systems electing superintendents. - Amends TCA Title 49.

*HB  3611 by *Miller D (SB  3563 by *Gresham, Ketron)
Students - As introduced, revises school attendance requirements and truancy. - Amends TCA Title 37 and Title 49.

HB  3106 by *Faison (*SB  2881 by *Faulk)
Teachers, Principals  and School Personnel - As introduced, states that teachers of non-academic subjects that are not measured by TVAAS data shall not be evaluated based on such data; allows each LEA to create an annual evaluation system for such teachers.  - Amends TCA Title 49.

HB  3059 by *Ragan (*SB  2298 by *Summerville, Kelsey, Gresham)
Teachers, Principals  and School Personnel - As introduced, requires the state board of education to develop a transitional licensure program for professionals interested in teaching in grades 7-12 that does not require pedagogical study.   - Amends TCA Title 49.

*HB  3576 by *Pody (SB  3597 by *Beavers)
Education, Higher - As introduced, prohibits certain colleges and universities in this state from denying recognition, privileges or benefits to a student organization or group on the basis of religious content of the organization's or group's speech or the manner in which the organization or group determines its organizational affairs. - Amends TCA Title 49.

HB  3037 by *Ragan (*SB  2724 by *Summerville)
Education, Higher - As introduced, requires any increase in tuition at public institution of higher education to result in an equal decrease in the institution's annual appropriation and requires office of legislative budget analysis and comptroller to provide comments to the finance, ways and means and education committees on such decreases. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 7; Title 49, Chapter 8 and Title 49, Chapter 9.

*HB  1944 by *Towns (SB  1631 by *Marrero )
Education, Dept. of - As introduced, requires department to utilize scale of 100% when reporting progress in the Tennessee report card for schools beginning with the report for the 2012-2013 school year. - Amends TCA Title 49.

*HB  2702 by *Turner M (SB  3132 by *Stewart)

Judges and Chancellors - As introduced, removes, effective September 1, 2012, requirement that the judge of any court be licensed to practice law. - Amends TCA Title 6, Chapter 33; Title 16 and Title 17.

HB  3222 by *McDaniel (*SB  2942 by *Campfield, Ketron)
Judges and Chancellors - As introduced, allows a person to carry a firearm during a judicial proceeding if the person is a judge, has a handgun carry permit and only carries the gun concealed while engaged in judicial duties. - Amends TCA Section 39-17-1306.

*HB  0086 by *Hardaway (SB  1871 by *Kyle)

*HB  2432 by *Hardaway (SB  3474 by *Tate)
Controlled Substances - As introduced, requires drug testing of elected officials; requests Tennessee supreme court to require drug testing of judges. - Amends TCA Title 3; Title 4; Title 5; Title 6; Title 7; Title 8; Title 17 and Title 50.

*HB  2433 by *Hardaway (SB  3473 by *Tate)
General Assembly - As introduced, requires drug testing of members of the general assembly. - Amends TCA Title 3 and Title 50.

*HB  2431 by *Hardaway (SB  3472 by *Tate)
Criminal Procedure - As introduced, permits consideration of history of drug abuse that indicates diminished capacity may be considered as a mitigating factor. - Amends TCA Title 40.

*HB  2249 by *Hardaway (SB  3465 by *Tate)
Criminal Procedure - As introduced, creates a sentencing enhancement factor for adult defendants who involve children under the age of 13 in the commission of an offense. - Amends TCA Title 39 and Title 40.

Criminal Procedure - As introduced, adds as an advisory enhancement factor to sentencing that defendant intentionally chose victim of crime based on gender identity or expression. - Amends TCA Section 40-35-114.

Criminal Offenses - As introduced, requires attorney general to report annually to judiciary committee of each chamber of the general assembly the number of persons prosecuted and convicted of unlawful drawing of real estate transfer documents. - Amends TCA Title 39 and Title 66.

*HB  0756 by *Stewart (SB  0698 by *Faulk)
Insurance Companies, Agents, Brokers, Policies - As introduced, authorizes the commissioner of commerce and insurance to develop and implement a reporting plan to track the costs of civil litigation in which discovery of insurance limits is allowed in Tennessee as compared to other states and the federal system. - Amends TCA Title 56.

*HB  1229 by *Stewart (SB  1056 by *Harper)
Law Enforcement Training Academy - As introduced, provides that the law enforcement training academy curriculum requirements include materials on sexual assault and stalking of domestic abuse victims as well as materials on domestic violence. - Amends TCA Title 8; Title 38 and Title 40.

HB  1706 by *Stewart (*SB  0562 by *Berke)
Criminal Procedure - As introduced, provides that court or jury may take into consideration the defendant's personal income and ability to pay when determining the amount of criminal fine to assess, if any. - Amends TCA Title 40, Chapter 35, Part 3.

HB  3672 by *McCormick, Matheny, McDaniel, Maggart, Lundberg, Watson, Gotto, Coley, Ramsey, Womick (*SB  2428 by *McNally)
District Attorneys - As introduced, adds 13 assistant district attorney positions across the state and requires that the DA general conference prepare a report for the speakers and the chairs of the judiciary committees recommending districts in which positions should be designated. - Amends TCA Title 8 and Title 16, Chapter 2.

HB  2333 by *Dennis, Maggart, Hawk, Hill, Evans (*SB  2190 by *Beavers, Burks, Crowe, Tracy, Faulk, Gresham, Overbey, Yager)
Controlled Substances - As introduced, adds offenses the conviction of which requires the offender to be on the methamphetamine registry, makes registry retroactive and revises procedure by which methamphetamine-related convictions are transmitted to TBI from clerk's office. - Amends TCA Title 39, Chapter 17, Part 4.

*HB  2334 by *Dennis (SB  3176 by *Bell)
Law Enforcement - As introduced, establishes the drug enforcement and education fund from forfeitures, seizures, confiscations sales and fines derived from the activities of judicial district drug task forces to be used for awarding grants to local law enforcement agencies for drug education, methamphetamine restoration and general law enforcement purposes. - Amends TCA Title 39, Chapter 17 and Title 40, Chapter 33.

HB  2810 by *Dennis (*SB  2141 by *Kelsey)
Tort Liability and Reform - As introduced, provides that doctrine of joint and several liability does not apply in civil actions governed by comparative fault except for applicable cases involving the family purpose doctrine. - Amends TCA Title 20, Chapter 6, Part 1 and Title 29, Chapter 11, Part 1.

HB  2891 by *Watson, Miller D (*SB  2557 by *Ketron)
Financial Responsibility Law - As introduced, limits the noneconomic damages a person may recover in a car accident if that person owns or operates a vehicle without financial responsibility.   - Amends TCA Title 29; Title 39; Title 55, Chapter 12 and Title 56, Chapter 7.

*HB  3572 by *Womick, Floyd (SB  3408 by *Beavers)
Real Property - As introduced, defines "private property rights" to clarify meaning of unwarranted government interference with such rights. - Amends TCA Title 12, Chapter 1, Part 2.

*HB  2964 by *Coley (SB  3565 by *Faulk, Bell, Yager)
Criminal Procedure - As introduced, establishes process of reciprocal disclosure of witnesses for criminal trials. - Amends TCA Title 40, Chapter 17.

Criminal Offenses - As introduced, expands definition of severe child abuse to include abuse resulting from a mother's ingestion of illegal drugs during pregnancy. - Amends TCA Title 36; Title 37, Chapter 1 and Title 39, Chapter 15.

HB  3124 by *Dennis (*SB  2638 by *Johnson, Ketron)
Civil Procedure - As introduced, removes judicial discretion to apportion costs and permits recovery of certain litigation costs by the successful party on motions to dismiss. - Amends TCA Title 20; Title 25; Title 27 and Title 29.

HB  3125 by *Dennis (*SB  2637 by *Kelsey, Johnson)
Remedies and Special Proceedings - As introduced, authorizes the award of punitive damages in a civil action against a defendant based on vicarious liability under certain circumstances. - Amends TCA Title 29.

HB  3127 by *Dennis (*SB  2820 by *Kelsey)
Malpractice - As introduced, provides that in a health care liability action, a medical expert is limited to testimony concerning the standard of acceptable professional practice in the local community and testimony of the regional or national standard and why it is applicable is inadmissible. - Amends TCA Section 29-26-115.

*HB  3179 by *Camper (SB  3259 by *Ford)
Probation and Parole - As introduced, increases, from two to three months, the length of time that a probationer or parolee can remain in arrears or delinquent in paying supervision and rehabilitation contributions before the arrearage or delinquency constitutes sufficient grounds to revoke probation, parole, or release. - Amends TCA Title 16; Title 40; Title 50 and Title 55.

*HB  3180 by *Camper (SB  3258 by *Ford)

Courts, General Sessions - As introduced, authorizes general sessions courts, in counties with populations of 900,000 or more, to have the power to condemn or attach a lien to real or personal property with a value in excess of $25,000. - Amends TCA Title 16; Title 17; Title 20 and Title 29, Chapter 30.

Zoning - As introduced, expands nonconforming uses to those on contiguous land under common ownership and to land used, rather than in use, for the extraction of diminishing assets. - Amends TCA Title 13, Chapter 7, Part 2.

*HB  2987 by *Haynes (SB  2845 by *Yager)
Alcoholic Beverages - As introduced, removes obsolete provisions; creates license for military personnel living abroad to ship wine to this state. - Amends TCA Section 57-1-111; Title  57, Chapter 3; Section 57-2-101; Section 57-4-101 and Section 57-4-203.
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
