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SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (013572):  Deletes all language after the enacting 
clause. Requires the Commissioner of the Department of Environment and Conservation 

(TDEC), when issuing permits for the development of a natural resource or the construction, 

installation, or operation of any establishment or extension or modification to an establishment 

that will cause an increase in waste discharge into the waters of the state, to impose conditions 

that will avoid or minimize impacts to waters and provide mitigation when impacts cannot be 

avoided.  Adds part definitions for “enhancement”, “in lieu fee”, “interagency review team”, 

“mitigation”, “mitigation bank”, and “restoration” to Tenn. Code Ann. §69-3-103.
