SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (015743): Deletes all language after the enacting
clause. Specifies that the word “pollutes” includes, but is not limited to, the addition of any
chemical, additive, coating, or other material that does not meet the National Sanitation
Foundation product, standard 60 and 61.
