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by adding the following new sections immediately preceding the last section and by 

renumbering the subsequent sections accordingly: 

 SECTION 8.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 57-3-406(a), is amended by 

deleting the subsection in its entirety. 

 SECTION 9.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 57-3-404(e), is amended by 

deleting subdivision (1) in its entirety and by substituting instead the following language: 

 (1)  A licensee engaged in selling intoxicating liquors at retail is 

authorized to sell the following: 

 (A)  Bar supplies used in the preparation for consumption of 

alcoholic beverages and in the consumption of alcoholic beverages; 

 (B)  Wine glasses and racks; 

 (C)  Devices to re-cork bottles; 

 (D)  Cork extraction devices; 

 (E)  Water, soda, or any other beverages which may be mixed 

with intoxicating beverages; 

 (F)  Printed materials; 

 (G)  Publications and videos to educate on wine or intoxicating 

beverages; 

 (H)  Fresh fruits used in preparation of mixed alcoholic beverages; 

 (I)  Ice; 

 (J)  Cheese and crackers;  
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 (K)  Multi use bags designed to carry purchased items;  

 (L)  Devices designed to ensure safe storage and monitoring of 

alcoholic beverages in the home, to prevent access by underage drinkers; 

and 

 (M)  Clothing and apparel marked with the name, brand, or 

identifying logo of the store of the licensee engaged in selling intoxicating 

liquors at retail. 

 SECTION 10.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 57-3-404(g), is amended by 

deleting the subsection in its entirety and by substituting instead the following language: 

 (g)  No holder of a license for the sale of alcoholic beverages for 

wholesale or retail shall sell, deliver, or cause, permit or procure to be sold or 

delivered, any alcoholic beverages on credit, except that holders of wholesale 

licenses may sell on whatever terms negotiated between the wholesale licensee 

and any other holder of a license to sell alcoholic beverages.
