SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL BILL.: Requires election officials to examine

documents and petitions before accepting them for filing to ensure all required information is
provided properly and all filing deadlines are met. Establishes the presumption that documents
and petitions accepted for filing have met all requirements for filing.

FISCAL IMPACT OF ORIGINAL BILL:

NOT SIGNIFICANT

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (012803): Deletes all language after the
enacting clause. Prohibits any representative of the United Nations appearing without a treaty
ratified by the United States Senate from monitoring elections in Tennessee.

FISCAL IMPACT OF BILL WITH PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

Unchanged from the original fiscal note.
