SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL BILL: Requires all local education agencies (LEAS),
beginning in the 2014-2015 academic year, to survey students within one month of the
beginning of the school year to determine the proportion of students having access to the
Internet. Requires LEAS to annually report this information to the Department of Education by
November 1 each year. Requires the DOE to annually report the outcome of this survey to the
Governor and to the Education Committees of the General Assembly by December 15 each
year.

FISCAL IMPACT OF ORIGINAL BILL:

NOT SIGNIFICANT

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (013850): Delete and rewrites the original bill such
that the only substantive changes are to require local education agencies (LEAS) to study the
internet access of students and report the results of this survey to the state by November 1, 2014,
and for the state to make a report to the named authorities by December 15, 2014.

FISCAL IMPACT OF BILL WITH PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

Unchanged from the original fiscal note.

Assumptions for the bill as amended:

e The survey will be performed and reported once in the 2014-2015 academic year.

e LEAs will add a question on internet access to one of the forms that students must return
to the LEA at the beginning of each new academic year. Any increase in local
government expenditures is estimated to be not significant.
