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by deleting all language after the enacting clause and substituting instead the following: 

 SECTION 1.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 39-13-606(a)(1), is amended by 

redesignating the subdivision as subdivision (a)(1)(A) and by adding the following language as 

subdivision (a)(1)(B): 

(B)  It is an offense for a person who leases a motor vehicle to knowingly install, 

conceal, or otherwise place an electronic tracking device in or on the motor vehicle 

without the consent of the lessee of the vehicle. 

 SECTION 2.  Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 39-13-606(a)(2), is amended by 

deleting the subdivision and substituting instead the following: 

(2)  As used in this section: 

 (A)  "Consent" means assent in fact, whether written or verbal, by the 

owner or lessee of the vehicle; 

(B)  "Lease" has the same meaning as defined in § 39-14-147;  

(C)  "Owner" includes a person who has purchased a motor vehicle using 

a loan; and 

(D)  "Person" does not include the manufacturer of the motor vehicle.  

 SECTION 3.  This act shall take effect July 1, 2016, the public welfare requiring it, and 

shall apply to prohibited conduct occurring on or after that date.
