A RESOLUTION to honor and commend Daniel Horwitz, 2015
class of Nashville’s Top 30 Under 30.

He later served as an election lawyer for the Tennessee
Democratic Party prior to joining Brownstone Law as an Of Counsel attorney, handling civil and
criminal appeals in state and federal courts; and

WHEREAS, the thrust of his professional endeavors and community involvement
activities center around his drive to promote comprehensive criminal justice reform in society
and to advocate for solutions to issues affecting women, veterans, workers, immigrants, and the

lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender community; and
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WHEREAS, Daniel Horwitz is an active member of numerous community organizations,
including the YWCA of Nashville and Middle Tennessee, the Nashville Social Enterprise
Alliance, the Tennessee Association of Criminal Defense Lawyers, the Nashville and
Tennessee Bar Associations, and the Nashville Campaign to End the New Jim Crow, a change
initiative to reduce the number of incarcerated people of color; and

WHEREAS, this gentleman epitomizes the spirit and commitment that are characteristic
of a true Tennessean; and

deliberations to acknowledge and applaud the individuals of the 2015 class of Nashville’s Top
