 WHEREAS, Mr. Black is greatly respected among his colleagues and is highly regarded 

as a leader in his community; and  

 WHEREAS, Dan Black is perhaps most appreciative of the love and support he shares 

with his children, Brandi, Jenna, and Jessie, and his grandchildren; and  
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WHEREAS, Dan Black exemplifies the selfless civic leader who is admired by fellow 

Tennesseans for his tireless efforts in molding this State’s youth; his positive impact on the lives 

of students, athletes, coaches, and administrators will continue to resound in Tennessee for
