SUMMARY OF BILL: Removes the requirement for the Comptroller of the Treasury to

review all requests for proposal (RFPs) for the provision of internet, internet connectivity, or e-
learning services to local education agencies (LEAS).

e Based on information from the Comptroller’s office, there are a small number of RFPs
submitted annually for review.

e No decrease in personnel or other expenditures for the Comptroller’s office as a result of
reviewing a fewer number of RFPs annually.
