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SUMMARY OF BILL:    Prohibits a person who has been convicted of felony criminal 

offenses, including but not limited to the sale or distribution of a controlled substance, a violent 

sexual offense, illegal possession of a firearm, and misdemeanor domestic violence, from 

owning a business that sells firearms or firearm ammunition at retail or possessing any 

ownership interest in such a firearms business. States that the provisions of the bill shall not 

apply to a person who owns stock or has an ownership interest in a business that sells firearms 

at retail, if a majority of the annual sales of that business does not come from the sale of 

firearms or firearms ammunition.
