SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires a county joint economic and community development
board to meet at least once annually and as often as necessary, rather than at least four times
annually.

Code Ann. § 6-58-114(b), each county is required to establish a joint
economic and community development board to foster communication relative to
economic and community development between and among governmental entities,
industry, and private citizens.

of times a county joint economic and community development board is required to meet
is estimated to be not significant.
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
