SUMMARY OF BILL: Authorizes the Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) to
submit the annual report on capital post-conviction cases as required by Tenn. Code Ann. § 40-
30-111 electronically to the General Assembly.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:

Assumptions:

e Tennessee Code Annotated § 40-30-111 requires the AOC to submit an annual report
on compliance by the courts with regard to capital post-conviction cases and state the
reasons, if any, for non-compliance.

e These reports are to be submitted to the Chief Clerks of the House of Representatives,
and the Senate, as well as the Chairs of the Criminal Justice Committee of the House of
Representatives and the Judiciary Committee of the Senate.

e The proposed legislation would allow the AOC to submit these reports electronically.

e The proposed legislation will not significantly impact the current policies or operations
of the AOC.
