Code Ann. § 49-9-211, the Tennessee Higher Education Commission 

is currently required to coordinate and administer an orientation program to inform the 

members of the UT Board of Trustees of their powers and duties. 

 Ex-officio members will no longer be required to participate in the orientation training 

program under the provisions of this legislation. 

 Current orientation training will still be available to ex-officio members; therefore, 

decreasing the number of members required to participate will not significantly impact 

current training practices.  

 Any impact on state expenditures associated with the orientation training program is 

estimated to be not significant.
