A RESOLUTION to recognize and honor America's Clogging 

All*Stars for their history-making performances 
in the 2019 London New Year's Day Parade.  

 
 WHEREAS, after an excellent performance in the 2017 London New Year's Day Parade, 

the PowerTaps clogging team was asked to return to perform in the 2019 London New Year's 

Day Parade, with the request to bring even more cloggers back for the 2019 performances; and 

 WHEREAS, the directors of the PowerTaps clogging team, Ryan Rickard and Marci 

Rickard, envisioned return performances featuring the very best cloggers they could find; they 

invited seven other competitive clogging teams to join PowerTaps for the 2019 London New

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America's Clogging All*Stars created and performed seven different routines during five 

different performances related to the 2019 London New Year's Day Parade; and 

 WHEREAS, for the 2019 London New Year's Day Parade, America's Clogging All*Stars 

performed in Trafalgar Square for the press day preview; at Cadogan Hall as part of the concert 

series, earning the first standing ovation of the series; as part of the pre-parade show; and 

during the parade with a parade route routine, finale routine, and various spontaneous, 

unchoreographed steps during the parade.  Additionally, a small group from America's Clogging 

All*Stars participated in a VIP performance; and 

 WHEREAS, Beth Petrunich Rickerson choreographed the parade route routine and 

finale routine to highlight the dancing abilities of all ninety-two cloggers, including large 

movements within the overall formation during the performance, partner turns, precision 

footwork, and coordinated arm and head movement; and 

 WHEREAS, Ryan and Marci Rickard are grateful for the invaluable assistance they 

received from their Power Crew, Beth Petrunich Rickerson, Tori O'Bryant, and Jana Rickard, in 

coordinating the formation of America's Clogging All*Stars and executing successful 

performances related to the 2019 London New Year's Day Parade; and 

 WHEREAS, because of the success and popularity of their energetic and entertaining 

routines, America's Clogging All*Stars were immediately invited to return for the 2022 London 

New Year's Day Parade; also, PowerTaps has been invited to perform in the 2021 Rome New 

Year's Day Parade; and 

 WHEREAS, America's Clogging All*Stars have proven themselves to be dancers of the 

highest caliber and dedication; they are estimable ambassadors of the United States and this 

State and most worthy of our approbation; now, therefore, 

 BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE ONE HUNDRED 

ELEVENTH GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE, THE SENATE 

CONCURRING, that we commend and congratulate America's Clogging All*Stars upon their 

history-making performances during the 2019 London New Year's Day Parade, extending our 

best wishes for their continued success.
