own military service in the United States Army; he served as a Fire Direction noncommissioned 

officer for Battery A, 4th Battalion, 14th Artillery, 4th U.S. Army Command from April 23, 1969, to 

February 26, 1971, during which time he served for almost a year in Vietnam.  He attained the 

rank of Specialist 5 before being honorably discharged; and 

 WHEREAS, his many professional accomplishments aside, Barry Alsup is grateful for 

the love and companionship he shares with his wife, two children, and four grandchildren; and 
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 WHEREAS, Mr. Alsup epitomizes the spirit and commitment that are characteristic of a 

true Tennessean; and 

 WHEREAS, the members of this General Assembly find it appropriate to acknowledge 

and applaud Barry Alsup for his many contributions to Tennessee and its citizens; now,
