age of fifteen at what was then WPTN; being too young to drive himself, he had to rely on his 

parents to take him to the radio station for his three-hour program on Monday nights; and 

 WHEREAS, in addition to his work at WGSQ, Mr. Gibbons has served as a guest 

announcer on the Grand Ole Opry for eleven consecutive years and had the honor of hosting at 

CMA Fest on the Chevy Riverfront Stage a number of times; and 

 WHEREAS, he has lent his voice to a number of charitable organizations, including 

Habitat for Humanity, St. Jude Children's Research Hospital, Alzheimer's Tennessee, and the 

American Cancer Society; he has also raised money for Susan G. Komen and Alzheimer's 

Tennessee and organized relief aid for those affected by Hurricane Michael; and 

 WHEREAS, throughout his many successes, Philip Gibbons is grateful for the love and 

support he shares with his wife, Sue; his daughters, Julie Draper and Leann Huddleston; and 

his grandchildren, Eli and Hope; and 
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 WHEREAS, Mr. Gibbons epitomizes the spirit and commitment that are characteristic of 

a true Tennessean; and 

 WHEREAS, Philip Gibbons has contributed greatly to the radio broadcasting heritage of
