WHEREAS, a past president of the Tennessee Pharmaceutical Association, Dr. Farr has
written more than fifty professional articles, authored or edited more than twenty books or
courses, and presented more than 600 papers and speeches locally, nationally, and
internationally; and

WHEREAS, no stranger to honors and awards, he was named the 1983 Pharmacist of
the Year by the State of Tennessee and is the recipient of the 1997 Distinguished Service to
Pharmacy Award from the Tennessee Society of Hospital Pharmacists, the 2002 Teacher of the

Year Award from the University of Tennessee National Alumni Association, the 2007
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Outstanding Alumnus Award from the University of Tennessee College of Pharmacy, and the
2016 Outstanding Faculty Award from the UTK College of Nursing; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Farr exemplifies the spirit and allegiance to family and community that
are characteristic of a true Tennessean; and

WHEREAS, throughout his estimable career, Dr. Glen Farr has demonstrated the utmost
