HB  0181 by *Howell (SB  0044 by *Massey) 

Highways, Roads and Bridges - As introduced, requires a county or 
municipality to publish its certified highway map on the county or 
municipality's website, which must be accessible to the public, no less 
than 30 days prior to the date of the public hearing on the map. - Amends 
TCA Title 4; Title 5; Title 6; Title 7; Title 8; Title 54; Title 55 and Title 67.

HB  0172 by *Marsh, Carter, Whitson (SB  0210 by *Haile, Bowling) 

Cooperatives - As introduced, increases the amount of time members 
of a cooperative have to return ballots to elect directors of the cooperative 
by mail from three to five business days. - Amends TCA Title 65, Chapter 
25. 

 

HB  0604 by *Marsh (SB  0532 by *Briggs) 

Public Utilities - As introduced, allows an acquiring public utility that 
acquires a selling utility to request that the Tennessee public utility 
commission use certain procedures to establish the ratemaking rate base 
of that selling utility at the time when it is acquired by the acquiring utility. -
