1. SB  2878 *Bailey (HB  2734 by *Sexton C)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, changes, from July 1 to July 15, the date by which a list of economically distressed counties eligible for apportionment of sales and use tax revenue to commercial development districts is to be published by the commissioners of finance and administration, economic and community development, and revenue. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


2. SB  2238 *Jackson (HB  2314 by *Stewart, Griffey)
Taxes- As introduced, increases the number of days a person in the armed forces has to pay privilege taxes from 180 days following the conclusion of hostilities in which such person is actually engaged outside the United States or 180 days after such person is transferred from the theater of such hostilities, whichever is sooner, to 240 days following conclusion or 240 days following transfer, whichever is sooner. - Amends TCA Title 67.


3. SB  2074 *Pody (HB  1949 by *Daniel)
Boards and Commissions- As introduced, allows certain entities to use up to 10 percent of the entities' reserve fund if the entity has a deficit for the fiscal year. - Amends TCA Title 4 and Title 9.


4. SB  2059 *Niceley (HB  1853 by *Reedy)
Tobacco, Tobacco Products- As introduced, specifies that rolled hemp is not a cigarette and hemp is not a substitute for tobacco for purposes of clarifying that such products are not subject to the tobacco tax. - Amends TCA Title 43, Chapter 27 and Title 67, Chapter 4.


5. SB  2372 *Reeves (HB  2453 by *Sparks)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, directs the Tennessee advisory commission on intergovernmental relations (TACIR) to perform a study and make recommendations regarding privilege taxes on development by January 31, 2021. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4.


6. SB  0512 *Roberts, Kurita (HB  0608 by *Curcio, Littleton, Reedy, Griffey, Lamberth)
Courts- As introduced, adds an additional trial court in the 23rd judicial district comprised of Cheatham, Dickson, Houston, Humphreys, and Stewart counties effective September 1, 2019, with the additional judge or chancellor to be appointed by the governor; authorizes the voters of the 23rd judicial district to elect the additional judge or chancellor at the August 2020 general election to serve until September 1, 2022. - Amends TCA Title 8; Title 16; Title 17 and Title 18.


7. SB  2174 *Johnson, Haile (HB  2243 by *Lamberth, Gant, Littleton, White)
Human Services, Dept. of- As introduced, revises the provisions governing the department's mandatory child care agency report card system and its separate and voluntary child care agency rated licensing system and implements a quality assessment and rating system for the purpose of evaluating licensed and approved child care agencies. - Amends TCA Title 4 and Title 71, Chapter 3.


8. SB  2182 *Johnson (HB  2249 by *Lamberth, Gant, Hazlewood)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, requires marketplace facilitators to remit sales tax. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


9. SB  1810 *Yager (HB  1919 by *Travis, Griffey)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits- As introduced, lowers, from $500,000 to $100,000, the amount of the required capital investment to be made by a business engaged in an enterprise located in an adventure tourism district to qualify for a job tax credit. - Amends TCA Title 11, Chapter 11, Part 2 and Section 67-4-2109.


10. SB  1979 *Stevens (HB  2000 by *Gant)
Taxes, Tobacco, Tobacco Products- As introduced, exempts smokeless nicotine products from the tax on tobacco products and cigarettes. - Amends TCA Section 67-4-1001 and Section 67-4-1005.

1. SB  2677 *Johnson (HB  2760 by *Ogles)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, changes, from February 1 to February 15, the date by which the department of revenue must report findings and recommendations regarding sales taxes collected on electronic nicotine delivery devices to the speakers of the senate and the house of representatives and the chairs of the respective finance, ways and means committees. - Amends TCA Title 67.


2. SB  2201 *Johnson, Reeves (HB  2268 by *Lamberth, Gant, Lynn, Hicks, Hill M, Leatherwood, Johnson C, Griffey, Byrd)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, decreases, from $400 to $200, the amount of the annual professional privilege tax imposed on certain occupations. - Amends TCA Title 48, Chapter 1, Part 1 and Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 17.


3. SB  2799 *Akbari (HB  2749 by *Miller)
Taxes- As introduced, enacts the "Taxpayer Protection Act." - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 8; Title 9 and Title 67.


4. SB  2879 *Bailey (HB  2392 by *Hicks)
Taxes- As introduced, deletes the prohibition on apportionment of state sales and use tax revenue to the county revenue partnership fund for fiscal years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 5 and Title 67.

5. SB  2627 *Bowling (HB  2491 by *Van Huss, Griffey)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, reduces, from $400 to $200, the professional privilege tax. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 17.


6. SB  2669 *Gresham (HB  2676 by *Gant, Leatherwood, Griffey)
Professions and Occupations- As introduced, eliminates the professional privilege tax; establishes requirements for payment of annual professional registration fee for nonresidents engaged in certain professions. - Amends TCA Title 3, Chapter 6, Part 3; Title 4, Chapter 3, Part 19; Title 23; Title 48, Chapter 1; Title 62; Title 63 and Title 67.


7. SB  2438 *Kyle (HB  2430 by *Mitchell, Clemmons)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, exempts from sales tax purchases of gun safes and gun safety devices. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


8. SB  1745 *Lundberg (HB  1551 by *Parkinson)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, exempts judges and chancellors who are prohibited from practicing law from the professional privilege tax assessed to persons licensed as attorneys. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 17.


9. SB  2457 *Roberts, Kyle (HB  2618 by *Reedy)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, authorizes public higher education institutions to submit to the department of revenue a list of employees for whom the institution is paying the professional privilege tax. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 17.


10. SB  2279 *Stevens (HB  2116 by *Garrett)
Taxes- As introduced, requires the commissioner of revenue to, on a monthly basis, compile and transmit to the chairs of the finance, ways and means committees of both houses, in addition to the appropriate licensing board or agency, a list of taxpayers who are delinquent 90 days or more from the due date of the professional privilege tax. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4.


11. SB  1968 *Southerland (HB  2118 by *Eldridge, Helton, Russell, Griffey)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, exempts from the professional privilege tax physicians who are retired from practice, but hold an active license for the provision of free healthcare services. - Amends TCA Title 33; Title 63; Title 67 and Title 68.






12. SB  2506 *Dickerson (HB  2052 by *Lynn)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, provides an example of the type of entity that falls within the definition of the term "private nonprofit college or university," for purposes of the tax exemption where the title holder of certain tangible personal property used by a contractor or subcontractor is a private nonprofit college or university. - Amends TCA Section 67-6-209.


13. SB  2507 *Dickerson (HB  1927 by *Hicks)
Revenue, Dept. of- As introduced, authorizes the department to identify on its website any municipal sports facility to which sales and use tax revenue apportionment may be reallocated pursuant to statutory authorization.  - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


14. SB  2509 *Dickerson (HB  2285 by *Beck)
Taxes- As introduced, changes from January 1 to January 31, the date by which the commissioner of revenue must report to the members of the finance, ways and means committees of the house of representatives and the senate with respect to certain franchise and excise tax credits for tax periods ending during the previous fiscal year. - Amends TCA Title 67.


15. SB  2510 *Dickerson (HB  2092 by *Jernigan)
Taxes, Privilege- As introduced, changes the purposes for which surplus revenues collected from the privilege tax on contracted vehicles exiting the Nashville International Airport may be used from a reserve fund for future debt service to the general fund of the county for any county purpose. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 4, Part 2.


16. SB  2488 *Dickerson (HB  2640 by *Carr, White)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, deletes the additional state tax of 2.75 percent applied to the amount of single articles in excess of $1,600 but less than or equal to $3,200; authorizes local governments to impose a local tax up to 2.75 percent on such amount. - Amends TCA Title 67; Chapter 72 of the Public Acts of 2011; Chapter 157 of the Public Acts of 2019; Chapter 193 of the Public Acts of 2015; Chapter 452 of the Public Acts of 2017; Chapter 480 of the Public Acts of 2013; Chapter 530 of the Public Acts of 2009 and Chapter 602 of the Public Acts of 2007.

17. SB  2567 *Jackson (HB  2828 by *Clemmons)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, terminates the allocation of revenue generated from the 0.5 percent increase in the state sales tax rate that is earmarked for education purposes; terminates the allocation of revenue generated from the 1 percent increase in the state sales tax rate to the state general fund. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.




18. SB  1158 *Jackson, Kelsey (HB  1007 by *Carr, White)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, reduces, from 29.0141 percent to 28.5262 percent, the share of state sales and use tax revenue deposited to the state general fund; increases, from 4.6030 percent to 5.0909 percent, the share appropriated to municipalities. - Amends TCA Section 67-6-103.


19. SB  2421 *Niceley (HB  2571 by *Sparks, Clemmons, Griffey)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, exempts the retail sale of fresh, frozen, and canned vegetables for human consumption from the sales tax. - Amends TCA Section 67-6-228.


20. SB  2424 *Niceley (HB  2375 by *Faison)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, grants exemption from taxes imposed on the sale of farm equipment and machinery to out-of-state residents who possess valid certificates of qualification issued by their resident state. - Amends TCA Title 43 and Title 67, Chapter 6.


21. SB  2716 *Reeves, White (HB  2174 by *Todd, Grills, White, Littleton, Van Huss, Griffey)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits- As introduced, exempts tangible personal property from the sales and use tax when sold by a charitable organization for fundraising purposes. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6, Part 3.


22. SB  0724 *Reeves (HB  0773 by *Todd)
Revenue, Dept. of- As introduced, establishes procedures for requesting the redaction of confidential information from the text of revenue and letter rulings issued by the department. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 1.


23. SB  1905 *Robinson (HB  2032 by *Love)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, eliminates the sales tax on diapers and wipes. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6, Part 3.


24. SB  2606 *Robinson (HB  2833 by *Towns)
Taxes- As introduced, changes , from January 1 to January 15, the date by which the commissioner of revenue must submit an annual report regarding franchise and excise tax credits for gross premiums and jobs to the finance, ways and means committees of the house of representatives and the senate. - Amends TCA Title 67.


25. SB  2612 *Robinson (HB  2528 by *Hakeem)
Taxes- As introduced, imposes a tax equal to 6.25 percent on all stock purchases made by Tennessee residents; exempts purchases made by retirement accounts. - Amends TCA Title 67.


26. SB  2645 *Yarbro (HB  2651 by *Towns, Clemmons)
Tobacco, Tobacco Products- As introduced, includes vapor products and e-cigarettes in the statutory definition of "tobacco products"; levies, in a manner the same as cigarettes, a tax on liquid nicotine for vapor products. - Amends TCA Title 39, Chapter 17; Title 47; Title 67 and Title 68.


27. SB  1878 *Yarbro (HB  2080 by *Powell)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits- As introduced, authorizes a franchise and excise tax credit equal to a percentage of the amount of human capital investment, which is defined as the amount incurred or paid by an employer for certain activities, including job training and work education programs. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 9; Title 50 and Title 67.


28. SB  1882 *Watson (HB  1937 by *Hicks)
Taxes- As introduced, deletes the provision granting broad discretion to the commissioner of revenue to administer the Business Tax Act from July 1, 2013, to December 31, 2014. - Amends TCA Title 67.


29. SB  1884 *Watson (HB  1939 by *Hicks)
Taxes- As introduced, expands the current exemption from sales and use tax for tangible personal property held by a sole proprietorship that incorporates as a corporation, to the tangible personal property of a sole proprietorship that organizes as a limited liability company. - Amends TCA Title 67.


30. SB  2683 *Watson (HB  1697 by *Hazlewood, Hicks, Faison, Gant, Hill M, Farmer, Whitson, Smith, Lynn, Hawk, Tillis, Holsclaw, Weaver, Helton, Russell, Cochran, Howell, Ramsey, Baum, Camper, Calfee, Hulsey, Keisling, Daniel, Garrett, Crawford, Kumar, Johnson C, Cepicky, White, Moon, Rudder, Dunn, Stewart, Marsh, Halford, Todd, Littleton, Moody, Vaughan, Hakeem, Reedy, Van Huss, Love, Griffey, Staples, Holt, Miller, Lamberth, Carr, Wright, Sexton C, Windle, Jernigan, Eldridge, Sexton J, Beck, Casada)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, enacts the "Food Tax Holiday Act," which exempts the retail sale of food and food ingredients from sales tax for the months of June and July in 2020. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


31. SB  2834 *Watson (HB  2699 by *Kumar)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, separates the 4 percent tax on unprepared food into a 4 percent tax on fresh produce and meat and a 4 percent tax on all other unprepared food. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.



32. SB  2841 *Watson (HB  2503 by *Hawk)
Taxes- As introduced, clarifies that the leasing of motor vehicles in this state to out-of-state residents is subject to the sales and use tax. - Amends TCA Title 55 and Title 67.


33. SB  1883 *Watson (HB  1938 by *Hicks)
Taxes, Franchise- As introduced, adds one month to the current six-month extension of time in which taxpayers can file a franchise and excise tax return. - Amends TCA Title 67.


34. SB  1863 *Yager (HB  1899 by *Hill T)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits- As introduced, requires commissioner of revenue to report in writing to the finance, ways and means committees of the senate and the house of representatives the total annual amount of industrial machinery franchise and excise tax credits for fiscal years 2015-2020. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 20 and Title 67, Chapter 4, Part 21.


35. SB  0721 *Gardenhire (HB  1268 by *Crawford)
Revenue, Dept. of- As introduced, increases from 10 to 12 days the deadline for requesting a formal hearing before the commissioner on adverse action proposed or taken to implement any revenue regulatory or registration law administered by the commissioner, not including those laws relating to assessments or levies of taxes, fees, fines, penalties, interest, or the waiver of penalties. - Amends TCA Title 67.



36. SB  1948 *Hensley (HB  1942 by *Holt)
Taxes- As introduced, authorizes the report of the review of the cumulative effectiveness of the credit conducted by the Tennessee technology development corporation to be sent in electronic format to the governor, speakers of the house of representatives and senate, chairs of the finance, ways and means committees, commissioner of economic and community development, and commissioner of revenue. - Amends TCA Title 67.


37. SB  1949 *Hensley (HB  2538 by *Doggett, Hill M, Hill T, Griffey)
Taxes, Exemption and Credits- As introduced, exempts water sold by a public utility to a consumer for residential use from sales and use taxes. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.






38. SB  2127 *Hensley (HB  2673 by *Williams)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, defines "micro market" and "micro market display" for purposes of sales and use taxes; authorizes dealers who own and operate micro markets in multiple locations to submit to the department of revenue a single monthly sales tax return and payment from sales made at all micro markets owned and operated by the dealer. - Amends TCA Title 67.

1. SB  2187 *Johnson (HB  2254 by *Lamberth, Gant, Johnson C)
Boards and Commissions- As introduced, transfers responsibility for administration of the Tennessee sports hall of fame from the commissioner of tourist development to the hall's board of directors and makes other changes concerning the sports hall of fame. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 3, Part 22 and Title 4, Chapter 3, Part 54.


2. SB  2198 *Johnson, Dickerson (HB  2265 by *Lamberth)
State Employees- As introduced, increases the amount of time a state employee must request a leave of absence for purposes of participating in certain athletic competitions from 15 days to 30 days prior to the requested leave. - Amends TCA Title 3; Title 8; Title 16 and Title 50.


3. SB  2427 *Crowe (HB  2592 by *Holsclaw, Ramsey)
Naming and Designating- As introduced, recognizes the Algonquin, the Chickamaugan, the Iroquoian, the Muskogean, the Siouan, and the Yuchean cultural groups as Tennessee's first peoples. - Amends TCA Title 4, Chapter 1, Part 3 and Title 4, Chapter 1, Part 4.


4. SB  2013 *Lundberg (HB  2147 by *Staples)
Alcoholic Beverages- As introduced, allows retail package stores to sell alcoholic beverages and retail food stores to sell wine on Thanksgiving. - Amends TCA Section 57-3-406 and Section 57-3-819.


5. SB  1753 *Lundberg (HB  1722 by *Faison)
Beer- As introduced, authorizes beer manufacturers to self-distribute beer within a 100-mile radius of the manufacturer if the manufacturer brews 50,000 gallons or less. - Amends TCA Title 57, Chapter 5.


6. SB  2666 *Swann (HB  2811 by *Carr)
Taxes, Sales- As introduced, makes permanent the removal of the cap on the amount of state shared sales tax revenue remitted to premiere type tourist resort municipalities. - Amends TCA Title 67, Chapter 6.


7. SB  1623 *Powers (HB  1869 by *Smith, Garrett, Rudder, Bricken, Lafferty, Wright, Eldridge, Ogles, Coley, Hall, Howell, Haston, Ragan, Carter, Moody, Sexton J, Helton, White)
Campaigns and Campaign Finance- As introduced, prohibits a candidate for public office from using campaign funds to pay a family member for providing services to the campaign unless the family member provides the same or substantially similar services to at least one other candidate, person, or entity. - Amends TCA Title 2; Title 3 and Title 8.


8. SB  1782 *Bowling (HB  1708 by *Sherrell)
Taxes, Hotel Motel- As introduced, authorizes the City of Tracy City to levy a privilege tax of up to 5 percent upon the privilege of occupancy by a two-thirds vote of its governing body. - Amends TCA Section 67-4-1425.


9. SB  0675 *Gilmore (HB  1450 by *Camper)
Purchasing and Procurement- As introduced, authorizes the chief procurement officer to submit the annual report on the awarding of purchases to a minority-owned business, woman-owned business, service-disabled veteran-owned business, business owned by persons with disabilities, or small business to the general assembly in electronic format. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 7, Chapter 4; Title 8, Chapter 37, Part 1; Title 12; Title 13, Chapter 29; Section 39-14-137; Title 49; Section 62-43-105 and Title 65, Chapter 5.


10. SB  1874 *Gilmore (HB  1670 by *Lamar, Hodges, Parkinson, Stewart, Clemmons, Dixie, Beck, Thompson, Miller, Camper, Johnson G, Chism, Hakeem, Shaw, Cooper, Towns, Potts, Jernigan, Hardaway, Love)
Holidays and Days of Special Observance- As introduced, removes Nathan Bedford Forrest Day as a day of special observance. - Amends TCA Title 15, Chapter 2.


11. SB  0741 *Kyle (HB  1207 by *Mitchell, Clemmons)
Human Services, Dept. of- As introduced, authorizes state agencies to provide child care services for state employees, with the department tasked to approve, administer, and coordinate such services. - Amends TCA Title 4; Title 8; Title 49 and Title 71.


12. SB  2018 *Yager (HB  2064 by *Ramsey)
Alcoholic Beverage Commission- As introduced, requires that the commission report each year to the members of the general assembly the number of licensed manufacturers providing alcohol samples on premises.  - Amends TCA Section 57-3-202(i)(1).


13. SB  1956 *Jackson (HB  2041 by *Todd)
Industrial Development- As introduced, creates an exception to the prohibition on an industrial development corporation purchasing a hotel, motel, or apartment building, if the project is a tourism attraction involving an aggregate investment of public and private funds in excess of $75 million. - Amends TCA Title 7, Chapter 53.


14. SR  0092 *Dickerson 
Naming and Designating- "Don Spain Media Gallery," Senate Hearing Room I in Cordell Hull Building - 


15. SB  0321 *Jackson (HB  0543 by *White)

22. SB  1978 *Southerland (HB  1861 by *Lafferty)
Game and Fish Laws- As introduced, allows Tennessee resident to pay the fee set by the commission for a permanent hunting and fishing license at any time during the calendar year the resident turns 65 years of age instead of after the resident's birth date. - Amends TCA Title 70, Chapter 2.

Local Education Agencies- As introduced, authorizes a director of schools, or the director's designee, to report truant student absences to the appropriate judge if any tier of a progressive truancy intervention plan is unsuccessful, and before subsequent tiers are implemented, if the school can document that the student's parent or guardian is unwilling to cooperate in the truancy intervention plan. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 6.

9. SB  2105 *Pody (HB  2416 by *Ragan)
Lottery, Scholarships and Programs- As introduced, prohibits the use of semester hours attempted in ROTC courses to calculate a terminating event for a HOPE scholarship; prohibits use of grades received in ROTC courses to calculate an ROTC student's grade point average for purposes of the HOPE scholarship. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 4, Part 9.


10. SB  1787 *Kyle, Robinson (HB  1550 by *Mitchell, Freeman, Thompson, Hodges, Clemmons, Dixie, Jernigan, Beck, Powell, Potts, Camper, Lamar, Miller, Hakeem, Love, Johnson G, Cooper, Staples, Stewart, Hardaway, Griffey)
School Vouchers- As introduced, deletes the Tennessee Education Savings Account Pilot Program. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 6.


11. SB  1593 *Kyle (HB  1589 by *Clemmons, Parkinson, Johnson G)
Local Education Agencies- As introduced, enacts the "Tennessee Anti-Lunch Shaming Act"; prohibits a school from taking certain actions against a student who cannot pay for a meal, or who has accumulated a meal debt; requires a school to provide a United States department of agriculture reimbursable meal to each student who requests one; requires a school to assist parents and guardians with obtaining free or reduced-price meals for the parent's or guardian's eligible student. - Amends TCA Title 49 and Title 71.


12. SB  2578 *Yarbro (HB  1822 by *Dixie, Love, Clemmons)
Education- As introduced, authorizes LEAs serving any of the grades three through 12 to offer advanced mathematics courses; requires an LEA that offers advanced mathematics courses to place students achieving a benchmark score as determined by the state board of education on the end-of-grade or end-of-course test in mathematics in an advanced course for the next mathematics course in which the student will enroll; adds other requirements concerning advanced mathematics courses. - Amends TCA Title 49.


13. SB  2269 *Yarbro (HB  2477 by *Freeman, Clemmons)
Education, Curriculum- As introduced, requires that the family life curriculum adopted by the state board of education or an LEA include information on the prevention of dating violence. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 6, Part 13.


14. SB  2249 *Robinson (HB  2755 by *DeBerry)
Basic Education Program (BEP)- As introduced, requires, beginning with the 2020-2021 school year, the BEP to fund one full-time public school nurse position for each school in an LEA. - Amends TCA Title 49 and Title 68.

15. SB  1953 *Haile (HB  1936 by *Dunn)
Education- As introduced, declares it is the intent of the general assembly that the department of education annually receive sufficient funds to procure, implement, and make available to local education agencies at no cost, a statewide career aptitude assessment program; encourages guidance counselors to use the results of career aptitude assessments to discuss potential career opportunities and aligned educational pathways with students. - Amends TCA Section 49-6-412.


16. SB  0330 *Hensley (HB  1244 by *Dunn, Byrd)
Education, Curriculum- As introduced, decreases, from "at least two" to "at least one", the number of physical education class meetings an LEA must require elementary school students to attend each full school week. - Amends TCA Section 49-6-1021.


17. SB  2503 *Dickerson (HB  2601 by *Cochran)
Education, Higher- As introduced, requires public institutions of higher education to provide certain information to a student about available financial aid to the student, including loans and work study funds, to enable the student to better assess the impact of borrowing.   - Amends TCA Title 49.


18. SB  0460 *Akbari (HB  0420 by *Smith)
Education- As introduced, requires the department of education to submit the annual report detailing the operation of the virtual education programs to the comptroller of the treasury. - Amends TCA Title 49.


19. SB  2342 *Gresham (HB  1827 by *Haston, Griffey, White, Lamberth)
Textbooks- As introduced, requires publishers to make all textbooks and instructional materials proposed for adoption available on the website of the department of education or the state textbook depository for inspection by LEAs and the public. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 6, Part 22.


20. SB  2260 *Gresham, Haile, Hensley (HB  1976 by *White, Dunn, DeBerry, Haston, Rudder, Cepicky, Hurt, Leatherwood)
Education, State Board of- As introduced, gives the state board of education administrative subpoena power in connection with investigations related to licensure disciplinary actions. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 1, Part 3 and Title 49, Chapter 5.


21. SB  2261 *Gresham, Haile, Lundberg, Hensley (HB  1974 by *Dunn, DeBerry, Ragan, Rudder, Cepicky, Dixie, Hurt, Leatherwood, White)
Education, State Board of- As introduced, permits the state board of education to assess reasonable costs against a teacher or administrator when a final order is issued following a contested case hearing in which a teacher or administrator is issued a formal reprimand or the teacher's or administrator's license is denied, non-renewed, suspended, or revoked; requires the state board to promulgate rules for such assessments. - Amends TCA Title 49, Chapter 5, Part 4 and Title 49, Chapter 1, Part 3.





22. SB  2262 *Gresham, Haile, Lundberg, Hensley, Dickerson (HB  1975 by *Moody, Ragan, White, Dunn, Sexton J, DeBerry, Haston, Rudder, Cepicky, Dixie, Hurt, Leatherwood)
Education, State Board of- As introduced, adds offenses to the list of offenses for which, upon conviction, the state board of education shall automatically revoke a teacher's or administrator's license. - Amends TCA Section 49-5-417.
