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SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL BILL:  Requires the Department of Health (DOH) to 

study the feasibility of requiring emergency rooms to report data on incidences of persons 

presenting at emergency rooms with surgical complications within 30 days of an invasive 

surgical procedure performed at a non-hospital facility. Requires the DOH to develop 

recommendations for an administrative procedure by which emergency rooms can report such 

data. Requires the DOH, no later than January 1, 2020, to submit a report of its findings and 

recommendations to the Chief Clerk of the Senate and the Chief Clerk of the House of 

Representatives.

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (005944):  Deletes all language after the enacting 

clause. Requires a physician licensed by the Board of Medical Examiners (BME) or the Board of 

Osteopathic Examination (BOE) to report to the Department of Health (DOH) any encounter 

with a patient who has an illness or injury that the physician believes, based upon the physician’s 

own knowledge and experience, is related to an induced abortion. Requires the physician to 

report the encounter within 60 days by filling out a Complications of Induced Abortion Report 

(Report). Establishes that a willful violation of this requirement is considered unprofessional 

conduct and is subject to licensure sanction including suspension, revocation, or other restriction 

deemed appropriate by the BME or the BOE. 

 

Requires the DOH to create the form for physicians to make the Report. Requires the form be 

available on the DOH website for use by all licensed physicians practicing in this state within 60 

days of the effective date of this Act. Requires the DOH to include data from any submitted 

Report in the annual report on selected induced termination of pregnancy data.

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 Assumptions for the bill as amended: 

 

 The DOH will create the required form and make it available on its website utilizing 

existing resources without a significant increase in Department expenditures. 

 The proposed legislation will not have a significant impact on the procedures or 

processes of the health related boards or the DOH; therefore, any fiscal impact is 

estimated to be not significant. 

 Pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann. § 4-29-121, all health related boards are required to be 

self-supporting over a two-year period. 

 The Board of Medical Examiners had an annual deficit of $4,714 in FY16-17, an annual 

deficit of $231,445 in FY17-18, and a cumulative reserve balance of $2,467,326 on June 

30, 2018. 

 The Board of Osteopathic Examination had an annual surplus of $91,307 in FY16-17, an 

annual surplus of $94,310 in FY17-18, and a cumulative reserve balance of $879,668 on
