Declares any 

ordinance presently enacted to regulate exhibitions of livestock or to be later enacted is void and 

of no legal effect.

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (015829):  Deletes and rewrites all language after the 

enacting clause such that the substantive changes: (1) remove language declaring any ordinance 

presently enacted void and of no legal effect; and (2) add language to exempt certain ordinances, 

resolutions, and regulations which are enacted as authorized by state law for the protection of 

public health, safety, or welfare.
