SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL BILL: Requires the Attorney General and Reporter (AG)
to submit notice of a lawsuit in which any state office, department, agency, board, commission,
or instrumentality of this state becomes a party to that involves a question of state or federal
constitutional law, or a controversy the subject of which exceeds $1,000,000 to certain parties.

FISCAL IMPACT OF ORIGINAL BILL:

NOT SIGNIFICANT

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (016729): Deletes and replaces all language after the
enacting clause. Requires the AG to submit a quarterly report to specified individuals in the
executive and legislative branches of government to provide notice of any lawsuit filed in state
or federal court meeting the outlined criteria.

FISCAL IMPACT OF BILL WITH PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

Unchanged from the original fiscal note.
Assumptions for the bill as amended:

e Pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann § 8-6-109(d), the AG is required to notify the Director of
the Office of Legal Services or the director’s designee and the Director of the Fiscal
Review Committee of any lawsuit filed in state or federal court in which the state is
named party that meets the outlined criteria.

e Any additional duties resulting from the proposed legislation will be absorbed using
existing AG resources.
