HB 1689 - SB 1736

SUMMARY OF ORIGINAL BILL: Requires each public school that serves any
combination of grades five through twelve and that provides interscholastic sports or athletic
events for the school's students, to require each student to verify that the student is of the
respective sex before the student may participate in the interscholastic sport or athletic event.
Authorizes a student to verify the student’s sex by providing the school with a birth certificate or
the results of a DNA test. Prohibits a school from accepting a birth certificate that has been
revised, altered, or amended with respect to the student’s sex or that does not designate the
student as male or female. Prohibits a school from allowing a student to participate in a single-
sex interscholastic sport or athletic event if a student fails to verify the student's sex or if the
public school determines that the student is not of the respective sex.

FISCAL IMPACT OF ORIGINAL BILL:

Other Fiscal Impact — A violation or failure to comply with federal regulations may
jeopardize recurring federal funding for education.

SUMMARY OF AMENDMENT (017803): Deletes all language after the enacting
clause. Encourages each middle and high school offering interscholastic sports to implement an
emergency action plan for each of the school’s sports teams at each practice or competition
venue. Authorizes a school to use resources and guidance provided by existing emergency
action programs such as the “Anyone Can Save a Life” program. Encourages all middle and
high schools to require coaches and sponsors of activities that occur outdoors to have annual
training in the prevention and treatment of heat illness before beginning outdoor activities.
Authorizes a school to use an existing training course such as the “National Federation of State
High School Associations (NFHS) Heat Illness Prevention Course.”

FISCAL IMPACT OF BILL WITH PROPOSED AMENDMENT:

NOT SIGNIFICANT
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Assumptions for the bill as amended:

e Schools can use existing free training programs such as the “Anyone Can Save a Life”
program “National Federation of State High School Associations (NFHS) Heat Illness
Prevention Course and will be able to comply with proposed legislation within existing
resources.

e Schools will be able to amend their policies in accordance with the provisions of this
legislation during the normal course of business; therefore, any fiscal impact is estimated
to be not significant.

e No impact to state or local government.
