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SUMMARY OF BILL:    Deletes provision from statute that limited the fee an insurer or 

insurance producer may pay an unlicensed person for customer referrals to a fixed nominal 

dollar amount if the person is employed by or affiliated with the insurer, and not to exceed 

$25.00 if the person is unaffiliated with the insurer.
