SUMMARY OF BILL: Increases, from 10 to 15 days, the time period in which an
assistant to the Commissioner of the Department of Commerce and Insurance (DCI) is required
to submit a report to the Commissioner after investigation of a fire in which property was
destroyed and the fire was of suspicious origin.

Assumption:
e Extending the time period by five days during which a suspicious fire report is required
to be submitted to the Commissioner could delay a subsequent investigation or

examination of witnesses to determine if a crime has been committed; however, the
extension is assumed not to cause any significant impact to state or local government.
