SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires officers to request evidence of compliance with the

financial responsibility law when a driver of a motor vehicle violates a motor vehicle equipment
requirement.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:

Assumptions:

e Pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann. § 55-12-139, at the time a driver of a motor vehicle is
charged with a vehicle operational violation, a criminal violation, a driver license
violation, any other violation of local ordinance regulating traffic, or at the time of an
accident, the officer shall request evidence of financial responsibility.

e Requiring officer to request evidence of compliance with the financial responsibility law
when a driver of a motor vehicle violates a motor vehicle equipment requirement will
not result in a significant impact to state or local government revenue or expenditures.
