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SUMMARY OF BILL:    Requires, rather than encourages, that public middle and 

elementary schools place automated external defibrillators (AEDs) within the school. Requires 

placing at least one AED device within all public schools.

 Assumptions: 

 

 The Office of Coordinated School Health within the Department of Education (DOE) 

identified 1,713 schools that have AEDs and 36 schools that do not have an AED. 

 The average cost of an AED is estimated to be $1,370 ($1,200 device + $120 pads + $50 

batteries).  

 The total, one-time mandatory increase in local expenditures is estimated to be $49,320 

($1,370 x 36). 

 Batteries and pads will need to be replaced at least once every five years. 

 The average annualized mandatory local expenditure to replace batteries and pads is 

estimated to exceed $1,224 [($120 + $50) x 36 / 5 years].
