The proposed legislation would clarify that 

such revenues could only be the utility’s enterprise revenues.   

 The proposed legislation is not estimated to result in any increase or decrease in current 

revenue devotions by such utilities.  Any fiscal impact to local government is estimated 

to be not significant.
