SUMMARY OF BILL: Requires the Tennessee Student Assistance Corporation (TSAC)
to report, to the Education Committees of the Senate and the House of Representatives by
October 15" each academic year, the number of students obtaining eligibility for a Tennessee
HOPE Scholarship by achieving a grade point average of at least a 3.0, the number of students
attaining an ACT score of at least 21 or an equivalent score on the SAT, and the number of
students achieving both a grade point average of at least a 3.0 and an ACT score of at least 21 or
equivalent score on the SAT.

e Based on information provided by TSAC, requiring the report each academic year,
regarding student achievement of a grade point average of 3.0 or an ACT score of 21 or
equivalent SAT score, can be absorbed within existing staff and resources without a
significant impact to the department or to state expenditures.
