SUMMARY OF BILL: Increases, from five years to seven years, the minimum period
of time for which a hemp producer licensee, whose license is revoked for an applicable
violation, shall be ineligible for reissuance of such license.

¢ Increasing the minimum period of time that a person is ineligible for reissuance of a
hemp producer license following revocation of the person’s license for a violation of

hemp laws will not significantly impact the number of licensees or any associated
license fee revenue to the state.
