SUMMARY OF BILL: Adds to the list of practices exempt from the provisions of the
chapter on dentistry, the taking of intraoral or extraoral photographic images using technologies
that do not emit ionizing radiation.

ESTIMATED FISCAL IMPACT:
NOT SIGNIFICANT

Assumptions:

e The proposed legislation will not impact policies or procedures of the Division of Health
Licensure and Regulation; therefore, any fiscal impact is estimated to be not significant.

e Pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann. § 4-29-121, all health related boards are required to be
self-supporting over a two-year period. The Board of Dentistry had an annual surplus of
$191,693 in FY17-18, an annual surplus of $115,375 in FY18-19, and a cumulative
reserve balance of $4,451,703 on June 30, 2019.
