violent sex offense from being eligible for a community-based alternative to incarceration.

 Assumptions: 

 

 Based on information provided by the Department of Correction (DOC), the average 

number of sex offenders sentenced to community correction programs each year over 

the past three years is 68. 

 Pursuant to Tenn. Code Ann. § 40-36-301, the DOC offers 100 percent state-funded 

direct financial aid to eligible entities to provide community correction services. 

 This analysis assumes offenders prevented from participating in community correction 

programs will be released by the court and put on DOC supervised probation. 

 Based on information provided by the DOC, any increase in the DOC probation 

population resulting from the proposed legislation will be absorbed utilizing existing 

DOC resources. 

 Any fiscal impact to community correction service providers or DOC probation services 

resulting from the proposed legislation is estimated to be not significant.   
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
